BIKE COLLECTION – SUNDAY, OCTOBER 25 
Since 2003, St. John’s has collected bicycles to send to the 
poor in developing countries, in conjunction with the Bikes-
Not-Bombs (BNB) program in Jamaica Plain.  Bikes that are 
donated directly benefit communities around the world.  BNB 
has sent over 37,000 bikes to Central America, the 
Caribbean and Africa (and New Orleans) in the last 24 
years.  Please check your basements and garages for any 
bikes you no longer use, and please consider bringing them 
to St. John’s.  The bike collection will be Sunday, October 
25 from 8AM-2PM.  However, parishioners may drop off 
bikes at St. John’s beginning Monday, October 19 thru 
Saturday, October 24.  Bikes should be left in the very back 
parking lot, completely around behind the Parish Center 
(look for our sign).  BNB requests a donation of $10 per 
bike, to help defray the costs of refurbishing, international 
shipping and operation of their youth programs in Jamaica 
Plain.  BNB will of course accept bikes without this donation.
