The Anointing of the Sick

__ The Anointing of the Sck aong with

Reconciliation is one of the two sacraments of healing.

The Anointing of the Sick is the sacrament by which

Jesus, through the anointing and prayers of a priest,

gives hedth and strength to a person who is serioudly ill.

Anyone who is serioudly ill due to sickness or old age
may receive this sacrament. Prudent judgment is al that
is necessary to determine whether the sickness is serious
enough to warrant the sacrament. The sick person may
not be in danger of death.

Through the Anointing of the Sick, Jesus:

a. incressesthe divinelifein anill person

b. sometimes restores hedlth to that person

c. givesthe races needed to accept the illness

d. forgives sin and removes the temporal

punishment due to Sin

When confession & impossible, Jesus forgives even

mortal sin through this sacrament.

Important information everyone should be aware of:

a. Those who have the care of asick person should

cal apriest as soon asthey discover theillnessis
serious. The person, fortified by the actua graces
of this sacrament, can honestly face life or death,
whichever God in his providence has designated

b. When the priest comes to a home or hospital or

nursing home on asick cal the members of the
family should remain with the sick person,
except while the priest is hearing his or her
confession.

c. Catholics should be careful to let their parish

priest know whenever there is any serious illness in

the family. The priest can judge what ought to be
done.

In the case of prdonged illness, the priest or a
minister of care will bring Communion even when
there is no danger of death.

d. If someoneis injured serioudy, a priest should

be called immediately.
