1st Sunday of Advent: (Stewardship) We are the servants 
of God, each with his or her own task. We will be judged 
good stewards if, at His coming, He finds us ready and  
conscientiously pursuing the tasks to which we have been 
called. 

 
Vocations to the Priesthood: Last week I gave various 
reasons why young men are not responding to Godõs  
call to the priesthood. This week I would like to offer 
suggestions about what you are able to do to encourage 
young men to accept Godõs call. 1) Develop a strong  
marriage and family life, 2) pray together as a family 
around the dinner table, 3) go to Church as a family 
every Sunday and Holy Day and get there early to pray 
the rosary and stay till Father exits the Church,  
4) encourage your son to think about priesthood or  
religious life, 5) be involved with Church activities and  
expect your son to volunteer time toward those activities, 
6) encourage other young men of the parish to answer 
Godõs call to, 7) pray the Rosary as a family and  
privately, 8) do not criticize the Church and its teachings 
but rather live what Jesus teaches us through the Church, 
9) invite the parish priest to your home for dinner and 
other activities, 10) join in singing and the prayers at 
Mass, 11) remember that you do not own the young man 
but God does and God has given you this young man to 
raise in His image and likeness in which the young man 
was created!
