June 5th— òOur Lady of Charityó prayer service sponsored by the St. George Knights of  Columbus. This 
prayer service will be held after the 6 p.m. Mass at Immaculate Conception Church in Lansing. It is open to 
everyone but the K of C members are asked to make a special effort to come and pray! On August 21, 
2007 during the K of C Supreme Convention in Nashville, TN, there was inaugurated the next Marion 
Prayer Program. This program will conclude on September 8, 2008. Around the year 1600, three boys 
were sent to gather salt needed in preserve meat of the townõs slaughterhouse, which supplied food for the 
workers and inhabitants at the Spanish copper mines near Santiago, Cuba. On their way back to Santiago 
del Prado and halfway across the Bay of Nipe, they encountered a fierce storm that threatened to destroy 
their small oat. Suddenly the waters calmed. In the distance they saw a small white bundle floating on a 
piece of wood that they mistook for a sea bird. In reality it was a small statue of Mother Mary holding the 
infant Jesus in the left arm and a gold cross in her right. Inscribed on the board were the words, òYo soy la 
virgin de la Caridab (I am the Virgin of Charity). According to testimony, despite the motion of the waves 
and the storm, neither the image of Mary nor her white robes were wet. Pope Benedict XV in 1916  
declared òOur Lady of Charityó the patroness of Cuba. An icon of this statue will be here at Immaculate 
Conception on June 5 after Mass and the prayer service will accompany the statue. Come and join us in 
prayer for a strengthening of the virtue of charity in our lives and the lives of all people.

Families are responsible for the upkeep of the monument stones including 
foundation & cleaning. For cleaning the stones use simple soap and a good 
brush to clean it. Rinse the stone with a weak solution of bleach & water. 
 
Cemetery Announcement: Please Observe: The following directions for  
Gethsemane & St. Joseph cemeteries. 
1. No glass flower holders. 
2. No use of wire that would hold flower containers to grave. 
3. All refuse (old flower pots) are to be taken home – Not to be  
    deposed of in or around cemetery. 
4. All Memorial Day items are to be removed by June 15th So that  
    mowing & maintenance can resume. 
5. No digging holes anywhere in the cemetery. 
6. When placing flowers at gravesites note that they must be in  
    approved containers attached to the stone not just a post stuck  
    in the ground. The driver needs to ride the edge of the mower 
    onto the apron around the stone and he can not do that if there 
    are flowers stuck in the ground. 
 
Please do not chew gum in Church and remind others of this etiquette rule. 
We are to fast from all types of food and drink, except water,  for 1 hour 
before we receive Jesusõ Body and Blood in the Eucharist. Chewing gum, 
drinking coffee, eating candy etc is a breaking of that one hour fast. We fast 
for that hour so that we are reminded of that most solemn act that is to take 
place Jesus becoming part of us by receiving Communion. We fast so that we 
are more worthy to receive that great gift of Jesus in the Eucharist. 

 
As spring turns into summer we need to remind ourselves that Church is not a 
place to wear swimwear or even some of the clothing (or lack of it) that we 
might wear around home or going shopping! When we come to Mass we are 
coming to meet Jesus and we need to be properly dressed for that meeting. 
The dress code for entry to any of the papal events might be a good one to 
follow for going to Mass: all shoulders are to be covered and dresses etc. 
are to cover the knees. This means no tank tops, no shorts etc. Please  
observe these rules and advise your guests who are here on vacation or 
whatever that there is proper dress for Mass! Donõt embarrass your selves or  
others by wearing something that is not proper for the occasion.
