Each week I am going to print an excerpt from talks given by  
Pope Benedict XVI on his visit to the United States. Each one will be 
addressed to a particular group of people. Please read the excerpt and 
think about how it applies to you. On The Renewal Of The Church In 
America And The World: We Need to reassess urgently the values  
underpinning society, so that a sound moral formation can be offered to 
young people and adults alike. All have a part to play in this task—not 
only parents, religious leaders, teachers and catechists, but the media  
& entertainment industries as well. Indeed, every member of society can 
contribute to this moral renewal & benefit from it. Truly caring about young 
people & the future of our civilization means recognizing our responsibility 
to promote & live by the authentic moral values which alone enable the  
human person to flourish. 
 
As we enter more deeply into the political activity with the upcoming  
general presidential election it is important for we who are Catholics to  
become engaged in political life. Archbishop Chaput, Archbishop of  
Denver, CO, stresses in his book entitled “Render Unto Caesar”, the  
importance of religious voices being heard, in public-policy debates.  
Pope Benedict XVI writes, “The Church claims no right to dominate the  
secular realm. But she has a right—in fact an obligation-to engage secular 
authorities and to challenge those who wielding it to live the demands of 
justice. In the sense, the Catholic Church cannot stay, has never stayed and 
will never “stay our of politics.” Declaring his disgust at demands for the 
Church to keep quiet on public issues, Archbishop Chaput writes: “Worse, 
Catholics themselves too often stay silent out of a misguided sense of good 
manners.” As this political season heats up might we who are Catholic be 
heard expounding Catholic values on issues such as current affairs,  
medical-moral issues, abortion as a hospital employee, the poor and a host 
of other issues. Preliminary to this we need to read good Catholic literature, 
especially the “Catechism of the Catholic Church”, that will help us  
understand and know that the true teaching is about these issues. Then 
we need to apply them to the various candidates and where they stand  
on the issues.
