Knipper a call if you would carry out this  
excellent spiritual work. 
 
PoinsettiasñThose who would like to donate to I.C. or St. Joseph for Christmas should bring them at anytime now 
 before Christmas and place them in the altar area. If you would like it back at the end of the season (Jan 11) then 
place your name somewhere on the plant. 
 
The missalettes we use costs the parish about $4.00 per year. On the 4th Sunday of Advent we will have a  
special collection to help pay for the missaletes. We get about 200 of them each year. I thought about having 
each person buy a missal with the readings, music etc in it and could bring it to Church each Sunday but I donõt 
think that would be feasible because quite often the missal would be forgotten, the costs is about $80.00 per  
missal and who would want to leave their missal in the pew for someone else to use? So the best option is still the 
missalette where everything is up to date, we donõt have to take it home and it only cost about $4.00/year. 
Please remember to bring about $5.00 per person on the 4th Sunday for that special collection. 
 
Hopefully you have included your parish for a large financial gift this Christmas. About 1/3 of the parishioners 
have given less than $10.00 during this past year. If you are one of those 33% please give this Christmas or  
at least before Jan. 1 Make sure all the children get their Christmas envelopes out and present it as a gift on 
Christmas day in honor of God giving us His Son Jesus as a gift! 
 
Someone asked me about missing Mass and deer hunting. The questions was like this: òMy friend told me that I 
could miss on Sunday or the Holy Day because I was deer hunting was he right Father?ó The answer is, òHe was 
wrong as wrong can be!ó Missing Mass for that reason breaks two commandments: the 1st because it places deer 
hunting ahead of God and the 2nd because he missed Massñit does not matter if you are Catholic or another 
religion the Commandments are still the same and a person is suppose to go to Church! 
 

There are so many people who do not go to Church anymore which is sad. If you are visiting relatives during these 
holidays and holydays and they do not go to Church make sure that you do go to Mass. You can be a real  
modern day missionary in that regard. Perhaps your example and your inviting them to go with you will be the 
inspiration and help they need to get them back on the right road. They have so many material things leading 
them downwardñthey need you to lead them upward! 
 
All of the people in todayõs readingsñthe prophet Isaiah, the Virgin Mary, St. Paul, St. John the Baptistñ seemed to 
understand clearly and rejoice in what God was calling them to be and to do.
