Marriage and the Common Good: There are reasons why the institution of marriage, between man and 
woman which is older than any existing civilization or religion, is unchangeable. It has its foundation in the 
way we were created and must be protected as the basis of society. Husband and Wife: Man and woman, 
by their nature, have the unique capacity to create new life through their sexual union. Equal in dignity, man 
and woman differ not only biologically, but in other ways that are geared both to mutual fulfillment and, 
indeed, to the good of their children. That is why marriage belongs by nature to the relationship between a 
husband and wife.

This life-long relationship is meant to be a source of loving  
support for husband and wife. Their love for each other is tied, 
by nature, to the procreation and education of children, as  
reason and experience recognize. Furthermore, the legal  
protections that the government extends to the institution of  
marriage are most important for children and society. Every  
child deserves a secure and nurturing environment that is best 
provided in a family established by his or her biological parents. 
Although there are many examples of heroic single parents, the 
optimum environment for all children is one in which they have 
the benefit of a loving mother and father. In this environment, 
young people have a greater chance of developing their  
potential and maturing into productive citizens. Husbands and 
wives are to be role models for their children in relating to  
others,  including members of the opposite sex, in a respectful 
and healthy fashion. Even in marriages that do not yield children, 
the marital union between man and woman is a  powerful witness 
of the interdependence and complementarily of the sexes. Basic 
Building Block: The state has a compelling interest in the  
institution of marriage, such that is sets appropriate requirements 
for couples to marryñincluding age, mental competence, and 
blood relationship. Traditional marriage is of vital interest  
because it is the basic building block of society. It looks to the 
survival of the human race and, at the same time, provides a  
secure environment in which young people can be educated and 
grow in virtues and values. The state, therefore needs to promote 
traditional marriage as a most effective way of addressing the 
vexing social problems we face as a society. This is not to say 
that all marriages are successful. Sadly, many are not, and we 
know that children suffer in divorce. They suffer because their 
family unity is broken and because they lack the presence of a 
mother and father. Children need a mother and father; same- 
sex òmarriagesó can neither propagate offspring nor provide a 
mother and father. Furthermore, gender is not a mere social  
construct. A male cannot replace or replicate the lacking  
female presence, and a female cannot replicate or  
replace a male presence. Since children need a mother and  
father, and suffer when they lack either, the state is wrong to  
promote a relationship which, by its very mature, cannot possibly 
produce children and provide an optimum environment for them. 
The sad fact that some marriages fail does not excuse the state 
from protecting and working even more diligently to strengthen 
and sustain the time-tested, natural institution of traditional  
marriage, for the benefit of children and the greater good of  
our society. Not About Prejudice: Unfortunately, some courts 
have failed to consider the fundamental purpose of the institution 
of marriage, striking down the laws that protect traditional  
marriage on the grounds that they are discriminatory. They have 
wrongly concluded that traditional marriage, which is limited to 
one man and one woman, constitutes a prejudice against persons 
with a homosexual inclination. They have determined that  
same-sex òmarriagesó are equally valid in the natural order  
as heterosexual marriages. That is simply not true.
