Cemetery Announcement: Please Observe: The following directions for  
Gethsemane & St. Joseph cemeteries. 
1. No glass flower holders. 
2. No use of wire that would hold flower containers to grave. 
3. All refuse (old flower pots) are to be taken home – Not to be  
    deposed of in or around cemetery. 
4. All Memorial Day items are to be removed by June 7th So that  
    mowing & maintenance can resume. 
5. No digging holes anywhere in the cemetery. 
6. When placing flowers at gravesites note that they must be in  
    approved containers attached to the stone not just a post stuck  
    in the ground. The driver needs to ride the edge of the mower 
    onto the apron around the stone and he can not do that if there 
    are flowers stuck in the ground. 
 

Cemetery tomb stones-the family is in charge of the upkeep of the stone 
even if it goes back 6-10 generations! Keep the stones clean. 
 
Looking for something to do in your spare time because you are retired or 
do not have a job? How about cleaning cemetery tomb stones which do not 
have any living relative? It will not cost much and your work would be  
appreciated by all. Use a putty knife to scrape off the lichen (gently 
scrape it off when it is dry), wet it with simple water/soap solution and then 
use a 3M stripping pad to remove the lichen residue, rinse with clean water, 
then a final rinse with a weak solution of bleach water. 
 

Because of the increase of postage, certificates etc. we will begin asking 
for a $2.00 donation for copies of Baptismal certificates. Please pass the 
word on to others so that they will know when requesting a certificate. 
Please seek these certificates well in advance for the event for which they 
are needed. We often receive frantic calls from people saying that they 
need the certificate yesterday.
