His sketches of mission 
life have portrayed the dramatic history of Maryknoll as well as the 
day to day life of peoples in Central America where he worked for 
over 30 years. Fr. Bill was ordained a Maryknoll priest in 1965 and 
sent to Guatemala. He lived and worked through that country's violent 
36 ðyear-long civil war. Hundreds of Fr. Billõs fellow parishioners were 
 massacred by the Guatemalan Army while a lesser number were killed 
by guerrillas. After an eight-year assignment in the U.S., Fr. Bill led 
Maryknollõs work in Central America for six years as Regional Superior.
