Blessed are they who understand my faltering step and palsied 
hand. Blessed are they who know that my ears today must strain 
to catch the thing they say. 
Blessed are they who seem to know that my eyes are dim and my 
wits are slow. 
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The Collection point for the Mission has been 
Assisi Heights where they receive donations from 
Mayo and Olmsted Community medical facilities and 
their outlets of new and used medical equipment and 
supplies. Private groups and individuals also collect 
and donate the following items which should be 
packed in clean, covered 5-gallon pails, large covered 
popcorn cans, or covered sturdy boxes: 
 
 

1. gauze, sterile dressings, tape, rolled bandages 

(3 in. wide  X 10 ft. long, rolled tight and tied 

with a thread), band aids 

2. sterile syringes/needles, stethoscopes, peak 

flow meters, any used or outdated medical 

tools, blood pressure cuffs 

3. non-prescription or prescription medications in 

the original bottles, multi-vitamins, cough 

syrup 

4. hydrogen peroxide, bleach/sanitizer, facial and 

toilet tissue, paper towels, q-tips, bar or liquid 

hand soap, nail brushes and clippers 

5. school supplies and candles 

6. baby formula, pinless cotton diapers (pattern 

attached), lice remover/nit combs 

7. ANY sewing supplies—such as DMC 

embroidery floss including unfinished kits, 

hoops, elastic, thread, scissors, needles, used 

buttons, safety pins—pack all these small 

items in covered plastic jars like peanut butter 

comes in 

8. ANY fabric one yard or larger—sheers for hut 

openings; rubber-backed drapes for roof or 

floor, cotton for clothing, etc. 

 

 

 

9. religious articles—label them if they are 

blessed 

10. covered plastic pails from 5-quart to 5-gallon 

for food/water 

11. pots and pans suitable for outside cooking, 

plastic dishes and pitchers, silverware/utensils 

12. carpentry and mechanic tools 

13. blankets—receiving blankets on up in size to 

twin quilts 

14. any type of rope for binding 

15. vegetable seeds so the people can be taught to
