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Recently while visiting with one of our families one of their children was 
all excited because she had lost one of her teeth.  When asked whether 
the “Tooth Fairy”  had  left anything for her tooth, she said., “Oh yes, 
FIVE DOLL ARS.”  Most of us in the room expressed shock, since in 
my time twenty-five cents was a windfall .  But afterwards as I thought 
about it more, I remembered what I could get for twenty-five cents.  I 
could go to a double feature movie on a Saturday afternoon and still get a 
big bag of penny candy or some popcorn.  Today a child needs almost 
NINE DOLL ARS to go to the movies and have something to eat.  It 
costs almost 36 times more today to get what I got as a child.  At the five 
dollar rate, a child needs to loose two teeth to keep up with kids a genera-
tion ago.   
REMEMBER, IT IS NOT HOW MUCH YOU GET BUT HOW MUCH YOU CAN BUY WITH 
WHAT YOU GET.    
It has been a very hard year and St. Mary parish is struggling from the “Tooth Fairy Syndrome”.  We have all 
struggled with the costs of the long and cold winter as utiliti es and heating fuel has soared.  The parish has 
been hit with many other similar expenses.  In the coming weeks we will be explaining in detail our financial 
dilemma.  But for now we would ask you to begin thinking about your own care of the parish.  Like myself 
you probably thought that “Five Dollars” was an exorbitant sum for the tooth fairy to give.  It sounds like we 
are in danger of spoili ng the child.  It is quite a shock to realize that the Tooth Fairy has really not kept up 
with inflation when it comes to buying power.  The same is true for our parish, only in many cases more so.  
Our habits of support tend to change very slowly and begrudgingly.
