Recently I visited with a young couple from another parish. They 
were a delightful and faith-filled couple who were concerned with 
some of the things they experienced in their parish.

The musicians practice and talk among 
themselves before mass. People don't seem to genuflect to the 
Blessed Sacrament. There is a mass exodus after communion. 
The teaching for First Communion and Confirmation seem 
watered down. The children don't seem to know about the Real 
Presence of Christ in the Blessed Sacrament nor the gifts of the 
Holy Spirit. 
  
As they talked, it seemed to me to be a good time for us, as a 
parish, to re-pledge ourselves to keeping St. Bridget a place of 
prayer and a place where the teachings of the Holy Catholic 
Church are taught. I invite you to re-pledge yourself to quiet 
prayer before mass and teaching your children to do the same. I 
prayerfully ask the musicians not to practice in church before 
mass. I ask teachers to remember that we are to teach, not our 
opinions but the teachings of the Church. I ask all of us to make 
the Sunday Eucharist the first priority of every weekend. I ask 
parents to make School of Religion and Confirmation classes the 
first priority for their children 
  
Together we can continue to be the Light of Christ in Pleasant

God’s Restlessness 
 
Almost everyone experiences depression. Some people struggle with 
it throughout their lives. Others have days or months when life seems 
hopeless. 
 
No one in the Bible experienced despair as much as Job. Job lost his 
livestock, his servants, his children and their homes due to the forces 
of nature and enemy troops. In swift succession, Job lost everything 
that was dear to him. 
 
At first, he accepts this. Job knows he came into the world with 
nothing and will leave this world with nothing. What he has belongs 
to God. God determines whether or not Job will keep it. “The LORD 
gave and the LORD has taken away; blessed be the name of the 
LORD.” 
 
But later, as the reality of his loss sinks in, Job experiences despair. 
“I have been assigned months of misery, and troubled nights have 
been allotted to me,” he says. “My days come to an end without 
hope. I shall not see happiness again.” 
 
When we experience those emotions we may feel far from God. The 
security we once felt in God’s presence departs. 
 
But Job’s raw emotions appear uncensored in the Bible and in the 
Sunday readings. All human experience finds its place under the 
mantle of God’s farseeing care. Even depression.
