Lent is a good time for us to remember where we are going and 
how we are getting there. It's a reflective time. It's a time to look 
deep into our heart and soul. It’s a time to look at growth. It’s a time 
to look at sin. Where is the Lord calling me and what is He calling 
me to do? 
  
This coming Wednesday is Ash Wednesday. Don't wait until then 
to reflect on where He is calling and what He is calling you to do. 
Plan now. 
  
This Lent, fast from bitterness; feast on kindness. Fast from 
impatience; feast on calmness. Fast from laziness; feast on 
diligence. What I have will belong to another someday. But what I 
am will be mine for eternity.

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LENTEN REGULATIONS:   Good Friday (April 10th) is a day of 
abstinence from meat and a day of fast, that is, only one full meal is 
allowed; no solid food between meals.  Two other meatless meals, 
sufficient to maintain strength, may be taken according to one’s needs, 
but they together should not equal another meal.  The other Fridays of 
Lent are days of abstinence from meat.  The obligation to abstain from 
meat commences at 14 years of age.  The obligation to fast commences 
at 18 years of age and ends at 59 years of age.  Although the faithful 
enjoy freedom in conscience to excuse themselves for a just case from 
these mitigated laws of fast and abstinence, the obligation to do 
penance is a serous one and no Catholic should lightly excuse 
himself/herself from this obligation in the Lenten season. �
