Until We Meet Again 
 
We have many ways of saying goodbye. “So long.” “See you 
later.” “Take care.” 
 
Goodbyes are softened with the promise of another meeting. “Till 
we meet again.” The time between the goodbye and the reunion 
is filled with joyful hope and anxious waiting. 
 
Surely the disciples wondered if they had the tools they needed 
to survive that time.
