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POPE BENEDICT XVI ANNUNCES SPECIAL “YEAR FOR 
PRIESTS.”:   The Church will celebrate a special year for priests 
beginning on June 19, 2009 to June 19, 2010.  The year will 
commemorate the 150th anniversary of the death of St. Jean Vianney, 
Cure of Ars.  During the jubilee Year, Benedict XVI will proclaim St. 
Jean Marie Vianney as the patron saint of all the priests of the world.  
St. John Vianney is widely known to Catholics as the Cure (parish 
priest) of Ars who won over the hearts of his villagers in France by 
visiting with them, teaching them about God and reconciling people to 
the Lord in the confessional.  The Pope said he was calling for the 
special year for priests in an effort to foster the priest’s yearning: for 
spiritual perfection, upon which the effectiveness of their ministry 
principally depends. . . The centrality of Christ leads to a correct 
valuation of ordained ministry,” he said, adding that,” without priestly 
ministry, there would be no Eucharist, no mission and even no 
church.”  We are encouraged to offer prayers for our pastor, all priests 
and those discerning a call to priesthood.

Ezekiel 2:2-5 
 
Speaking When No One Listens 
 
Whenever you have something to say, not everyone is going to 
listen. Some people will roll their eyes. Others will wait until 
you’re done and then change the subject. You don’t always get 
the admiring audience you want. 
 
For some reason, this never stops God from putting passion into 
the human heart. Our faith becomes a part of us. We link our 
identity to it. When we see someone challenging something we 
believe in, we cannot keep quiet. We have to speak up. 
 
It feels good to say what we think. It feels good to let the 
strongest beliefs inside us have voice and air. It feels good to 
have other people know what matters the most to us. 
 
But some people don’t listen. They do not heed the word we 
speak. They patronize us with kind looks or light applause. 
 
But God keeps putting the word into the human heart. 
 
When Ezekiel spoke God’s word to people who were hard of 
face and obstinate of heart, God knew the word might not 
change them. But some good would come. “They shall know that 
a prophet has been among them.” 
 
Even if people do not listen to our words, they know that a 
prophet was there.
