As early as 1979, discussion began about the possibilipwing the site of the parish from its location near
the downtown to a new location on North Highway 7tcoremain at the present site and build a Parish
Hall/Religious Education building.

On May 21, 1997 Ms. Ledwidge was
involved in a serious automobile accident, and died on May&k@&. was Senior Executive Vice-President of
the Pleasant Hill Bank, where she had worked for 56 ye@ing had been very active in the community and in
women’s professional organizations. (The Pleasant ke, June 4, 1997-July 19, 1998) In her will she
had left one-third of her residual value of her estathé parish.

Not long after this, the parish received a significant tondrom Gene and Dorothy Thompson ($200,000).
Over the course of the next five years the parishtwasceive more than $700,000 from the Ledwidge
bequest. It was these factors, along with a very ssftdespital campaign, and the spending of thousands of
hours in meetings, that enabled the parish to build ahpplasit at the Ledwidge site.

Ground was broken by Bishop Raymond J. Boland on July 19, TB@8temperature that day was over 100
degrees. Still, more than 200 people came for the cerenmfsiriyrat time, the Bishop asked the parish to try to
incorporate into the design for the church, the specad<of St. Bridget. Legend held that the saint made her
crosses out of straw and gave them to the sick.

The bids for the new church were opened on November 25, 29@&n and Laughlin Construction Company
of Overland Park, Ks., was named the Contractor. 8wreafter, the Robert and Thomas Radmacher
Excavating Company agreed to supply excavation and utilitgtsbaok-ups gratis. Gary and Willis Lee,
parishioners in Harrisonville, donated their civil engimegiservices through E.T. Archer Engineering. The
first earth was turned on January 27, 1999.

Seating capacity is 400 with the possibility of expansioi@ y by extending the nave to the north and the
south. With this in mind, the walls were designed witHoad, plumbing or duct work. The interior wood of
the church is solid red oak, including the pews (no lamihat@od in this church). The pews were made by
the Ratigan Schottler Company.

The new church was dedicated by Bishop and parishioneve at the evening on Saturday, December 4,
1999. The keys to the church were presented to the BishoplbhB&dwin, Parish Council President, the
Building Plans by Howard Burbach, Building Committee Cheaiq the Specifications by Mary Lou
McLagan, Design Committee Chair. Father Donald i@lgaastor 1982-1990, and Monsignor Henry Bauer
concelebrated with the Bishop.
