Christmas Confessi on
Fr. Paul Turner

Many Catholics go to confession as part of their
preparation for Christmas. A lot of people who shop, bake,
mail and party throughout December know there is a deeper
reason for all this activity. They want to do more than
decorate the house and set the table. They want to prepare
their hearts so that the King of Kings will find in there a home.
Your parish probably sets aside extra time for confessions in
December. Priests usually hear individual confessions on
Saturday afternoon. But they gather people for a communal
penance service on some other evening of the week this time
of year. During the week or ten days before Christmas, you
should be able to find confessions scheduled at your parish or
in another one nearby.

As an alternative you may ask a priest for a special
appointment to hear your confession. Some people do this if
they are not free when the parish confessions are scheduled,
or if they would like to spend a little more time to confess their
sins and discuss their spiritual life with a priest. Priests are
busy, especially during the week before Christmas, but they
will want to help you if they can.

If Christmas comes, and you still haven’t gone to
confession, it is never too late. The good news is you can
always go. If your experience of Christmas this year touches
your heart; if you are moved by the spirit of gift-giving by
family, friends and strangers; if you realize more deeply that
God loved you enough to send you Jesus — then open your
heart. See God'’s glory. Acknowledge your weakness.
Confess your sins. And rejoice in the grace of forgiveness.
