Family History

Whenever you open up an old family photo album, you may be
struck with the power of ancestry. You realize you come from a
people who shared with you their beliefs, their possessions, and
their past.

When you look at old photos, you may want to learn more. “Who
were these people? Where did they live? How did they live?
What part of me have | inherited from them?” If you can
converse with older members of your family, you can ask these
questions directly. But for others, only the photos exist to tell the
tales.

In the Old Testament, Ezra the priest came before the assembly
of people and brought out for them an old book that had been
lost. It was too early in history, of course, for a photo album. But
he now possessed a record of the holy words revealed by God to
their ancestors. Now that the book had been discovered, its
contents were proclaimed to the people.

They listened attentively. These were the words that shaped the
lives of their ancestors. As they heard them, they learned what
was important to the people who gave them life.

The Bible has been revered by many of our ancestors. It
contains a record of the stories they told and the values they
held. When you take that old book off the shelf at your home, the
word of God, you can meet the people who gave you life.
