 The first line from our first reading gives us the origin of our 
Offertory Procession: "Moses spoke to the people saying: “the 
priest shall receive the basket from you and shall set it in front 
of the altar of the Lord, your God”.  I'm afraid we miss 
something by not putting the collection in front of the altar.  
Nonetheless, the collection means more than money. It means 
everything we are offering up to the Lord.  So as the basket 
comes around, silently put your Lenten resolutions in there and 
offer them to the Lord. 
  
Unlike Advent, which seems to race by, Lent can seem like a 
long time.  What is our attitude going into Lent?  A positive one 
that is open to change?  A negative one that doesn't want to 
change?  Or an indifferent one that just stares at the altar, is 
conscious of the crying kid, and is thinking about going to 
Kohl's later in the day?  The latter is the most dangerous.  We 
put up a shield and grace keeps bouncing off it. 
  
I hope that you will plan ahead to make a Friday Stations of the 
Cross; to make the three days of the Parish Mission with Fr. 
Mike Mulhearn, C.M.; to go to private confession on Saturday 
or our Parish Penance Service; and let Friday fish with the 
Knights be a reminder to fast and abstain. 
  
I remember one fellow telling me: "I made such a good Lent 
that by Easter even my dog didn’t recognize me."

First Sunday of Lent C 2  
Romans 10:8-13 

 
Heart and Mouth 
 
On the First Sunday of Lent the catechumens of the church 
gather at the cathedral for the rite of election. Their godparents 
testify that the catechumens have prepared for baptism, and the 
bishop announces that the church chooses them (“elects” them) 
for the Easter sacraments of baptism, confirmation, and 
eucharist. The catechumens set an example of faith at the 
beginning of Lent. Throughout this season, we all rely in faith on 
the forgiveness of Christ. He who chose us will forgive us and 
redirect our steps. All it takes from us is faith. 
 
Paul’s Letter to the Romans says, “If you confess with your 
mouth that Jesus is Lord and believe in your heart that God 
raised him from the dead, you will be saved.” The belief we hold 
in our hearts rises up to our lips. In what we do and say, we 
demonstrate to all around us what we believe: that Jesus is Lord. 
 
The catechumens will make that belief explicit at the Easter Vigil. 
Three times they will be asked, “Do you believe?” And three 
times they will answer, “I do.” Then all of us will be asked the 
same—three times, “Do you believe?” And three times we will 
answer, “I do.” Between now and then we spend our days in 
repentance and prayer, anxious for any chance to proclaim with 
our lips the faith in our hearts: Jesus is Lord.

LENTEN RULES ON FAST AND ABSTINENCE ASH WEDNESDAY 
AND GOOD FRIDAY:   These are days of “fast” and “abstinence”.  The 
law of abstinence (not eating meat) obliges those who have completed 
their fourteenth year.  Fasting should be observed by those over 18 
and under 59 but all Catholics are called to this pious practice.   

The law of fast means only one full meal each day, nothing between 
meals, and the other two meals being light. 

The Fridays of Lent are days of abstinence and, while not observed 
under pain of sin, Catholics shall not lightly excuse themselves from 
this penitential practice.
