When we took ashes on Ash Wednesday, it was a reminder of 
our death and how we were to use Lent to prepare to meet the 
Lord. Jimmy's death is an added challenge to me to be 
prepared to meet the Lord. I want to do all in my power this 
Lent to "turn away from sin and be faithful to the Gospel.”

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BISHOP AUTHORIZES DISPENSATION FOR MARCH 19 TH 
DURING LENT: Bishop Finn has authorized the release of all 
Catholics in the Diocese of Kansas City-St. Joseph from the 
requirement to abstain from meat on Friday, March 19th, 2010. 
The reason for this dispensation is that March 19th is the Solemnity of 
Saint Joseph, Husband of the Blessed Virgin Mary and also a Friday 
in Lent.  While abstaining from meat on the Fridays in Lent is a 
requirement of the Church’s universal law, Saint Joseph is the 
secondary patron of our Diocese.  The Bishop decrees this 
dispensation to encourage the Faithful in their veneration of Saint 
Joseph and draw attention to his significance in the life of our 
Diocese. 
 
With due regard for the character of the Penitential Season of Lent,  
the Bishop suggests Catholics in the Diocese adopt another day of 
abstinence in place of the March 19th, or a suitable penitential 
observance in its place. �

God Answers 
 
We all want to have our prayers answered. We think it would 
make life easier. But sometimes God answers them in a way that 
makes life more challenging. 
 
Young Moses was minding his own business, tending the flock of 
his father-in-law, when God decided it was time to answer some 
prayers. For years the chosen people had been held in Egypt in 
conditions of slavery. They longed to return to their own land, the 
land that God had given them. They prayed for release. 
 
God answered their prayers by appearing to Moses in a bush 
that was flaming but not consumed. God asked Moses to lead 
the people out of slavery into freedom. 
 
This was probably not the answer Moses had in mind. Moses 
would have been content to let someone else lead the people to 
freedom. He wanted an end to slavery as much as anyone else. 
But he never envisioned that he would lead the exodus. God was 
answering his prayers, but in a way that caused anxiety for 
Moses. 
 
When we want something done, God hears from us. When God 
wants something done, we hear from God. It may come as a 
surprise, but God may have us in mind to answer someone 
else’s prayer.
