Veronica’s Veil

Dear Friends,

On May 26, 2009 I will be celebrating with you 25 years of ordained ministry! Please accept my invita-
tion on the front cover of today’s bulletin and feel free to join in the festivities of next weekend.

The prayer below, “Veronica’s Veil,” | was inspired to write on the back of the Holy Card I also sent to
you this past Christmas. As you know, | painted the icon in 2007 and took a picture of it, which also includes our 150th
anniversary towel and the Spirit Pin. | am holding the cross on the background of my black suit. The Spirit Pin is on my
lapel and my hands are holding the cross and towel. As you may remember, the towel was given to every parishioner
on our parish’s 150th anniversary. The Spirit Pin was given several Lents ago, when every member of our parish re-
ceived a brochure entitled, “How to Make a Good Confession.” The Spirit Pin was given to you, you may remember,
after you made your confession and heard the words, “I absolve you of your sins in the Name of the Father, Son and
Holy Spirit.” The towel recalls where our Catholic Church began--in the Hands of Jesus--which is to say, in the Hands
of Divine Love. We may remember it was the Holy Hands of Jesus that washed our feet, gave us the gift of the Mass as
well as ordained the Apostles. These same Apostles have served and will continue to serve in every generation, in com-
munion with the Apostle Peter.

In a mysterious and very practical way, | wanted to include you in the Holy Card and Prayer | wrote. Yesterday Victo-
ria McGuire from Victoria’s Photography came to take pictures within the sanctuary of St. Elizabeth Ann Seton. Antici-
pating this weekend, | gave her a Holy Card and also our anniversary towel to carry with her cameras and photography
equipment. Like Veronica herself, | explained to Victoria that her work also captures the “image of God.” Except for
her, the image of Jesus is captured on film and not on the towel. Although not all of us are photographers, each one of
us has a unique vocation wherein we are called to serve with love. In Victoria’s case, she is called to look through her
camera lens with love. Like her, Moms and Dads, brothers and sisters, students and priests are each called in our own
unique ways to reach out and serve with love. When we do, the image of Jesus is impressed upon us and is also recog-
nized in the one we love. When we each fail in our calling to love, the Sacrament of Reconciliation provides the way for
all peoples and cultures to return to His Divine Love. In light of your unique calling and work, | thank you for all the
personal sacrifices you are making for the love of God in each of your vocations. Next weekend, | look forward to re-
membering each of you at Mass. At the altar of Christ’s Own Sacrifice, | will receive all of our sacrifices and vocations,
and lift them up to heaven in our celebration of the Eucharist.

I am looking forward to seeing you next weekend (as | do every weekend), and celebrating Mass with you. If you are
unable to join us—please know that | will be holding you and all of your loved ones in love at Mass and also in my daily
prayers.

A CATECHETICAL MINUTE BY: JEANNE HILL, O.P.

Lesson 11 is about saying farewell: Sacramentals and Funerals (CCC1667-1690). A Sacramental is an aid to "pray always"
as St Paul says we should do. This aid can be a rosary, a scapular, a pilgrimage, or a statue. St. Dominic walked along
saying the Rosary as he went. We can also say the Stations of the Cross from a book or in the church. A sacramental is
not a sacrament but it brings us closer to the sacraments and their graces. Sacramentals can also be blessings we receive
and blessings we give to others in each act of kindness. The funeral in which we pray with the deceased and for the de-
ceased is yet another sacramental. The liturgy of the funeral unites us with the deceased to God, in the sacrifice of the
Mass. As Christians, the Church is our mother and we are in her womb during our earthly life. She then surrenders us to
the Father's home where we are never separated from our loved ones - they are always with us in spirit. The soul never
dies. | feel the spirit of my husband watching over me sometimes.
