VISIT TO KITUI, KENYA 
Below is David Belongia’s account of his visit to Kitui, Kenya:  
On our visit to the Diocese of Kitui I spent four 
days visiting Mutito Parish. During that time I 
toured some of the schools in the area with Jim 
Polnasek of Andover, another member of our dele-
gaion and Fr. Urbanus, the pastor of Mutito. Pri-
mary schools there are organized much like schools 
here in Minnesota. Students attend for eight years 
learning basic subjects although English is taught 
along with their native Kikamba language. Most are day schools just like here. 
Secondary schools are quite different from our schools. In Mutito there are 
three schools; a boys high school, a girls high school and a girls polytechnic 
school. All are boarding schools. Many of the students travel long distances, 
which makes going home each day impractical. In addition to their school 
classes, the students learn to care for themselves by doing laundry and clean-
ing the dormitories and school grounds. The principals live on the school 
grounds even though their families may live in another town. Keep in mind 
there is no electricity except a generator used in the evenings and there is not 
always running water available. Despite these conditions, nearly 900 students 
live and go to school in the small town of Mututo. Parents and teachers told us 
how important it is to them to empower their children with a good education 
to help build up their communities and improve their standard of living.
