 I didn’t know Joe until he came to me about 
his dad’s funeral. Apparently he was the only family. 
With him was another middle aged gentleman. Joe 
introduced him as Ed “my partner.” At first I was too 
naive to think that they did business together. It took 
me some time to realize they were life partners, hav-
ing a deeper relationship which could be termed  
homosexual. Immediately, my outlook towards them 
changed as I struggled to bury my prejudices.  On the 
other hand, they were very courteous, accommodat-
ing, well-mannered and kind towards me. It was a 
very good funeral and they contributed generously to 
the church too.  I was a bit surprised and I don’t 
know why. 
          After seventy long years of captivity in Baby-
lon, the Israelites were about to lose hope. Then the 
Persian king, Cyrus is moved by God to release them 
and to help them rebuild their temple. It was indeed a 
surprise. They were incredulous that God would use 
a pagan king as His instrument (2Chr 36:22-23). It’s 
hard for us to identify those we don’t anticipate, as 
God’s instruments.  God uses everyone, even the ap-
parent unworthy ones. “For by grace you have been 
saved through faith, and this is not from you; it is the 
gift of God” (Eph 2:8).

March Food Campaign 
2009 Hunger Fact Sheet 

¨ In 2008, there were more than 2 
million food shelf visits statewide, and food 
shelf usage continues to climb.  Fifty million 
pounds of food were distributed to Minnesota 
families by food shelves.   

¨ It is estimated that Minnesota food shelves are 
serving double the number of people they 
served in 1999.   

¨ 992,750 Minnesotans live in households strug-
gling to put food on the table. 

¨ Hunger touches people of every age:  56 per-
cent of food shelf visitors are families with 
children and 20 percent are seniors. 

¨ More than 50 percent of adult food shelf visi-
tors are employed, and in the Twin Cities sub-
urbs alone, the working poor make up 60 per-
cent of the people who use food shelves.  Two-
thirds of food shelf visitors make less than 
$1,000 a month, not enough income to cover 
their basic needs.
