     Today is Passion Sunday, with the blessing and distribution of palms.    This brings Lent to a close as we now enter into Holy Week.  I encourage everyone to make it a priority to participate in some of the solemn liturgies that celebrate the events of our salvation in an intense way.  Jesus wants each of us to have a close personal encounter with him, and we do not want to pass him by.  The liturgies help facilitate that encounter for us in a dramatic way and become real experiences of faith for us.  

     The great Easter Vigil is the highpoint of all the liturgies, and will take place at 8:00 pm at St. Joseph Church.  At this liturgy we will welcome 2 candidates, Miranda Bores and Lindsey Ralston, into the Catholic faith.

     Once again, I remind you of the opportunity to take advantage the sacrament of Confession.  The deanery-wide Lenten Penance Service will include many priests who will be available for individual confession, and it will take place today at St. Mary Church in Norwalk, at 3:00 pm. 

     This Tuesday I will be participating in the annual Chrism Mass at Rosary Cathedral.  The Bishop leads the liturgy with all of the priests of the Diocese gathered together.   At this Mass we will have representatives from our two parishes who will present jars of olive oil to the Bishop, who will consecrate them to be used in our sacraments throughout this coming year:  oil of the sick, sacred chrism and oil of the catechumen.  At this Mass the priests also renew their promises to live out their priestly mission and identity faithfully before the Bishop.  Afterwards, they always have a nice luncheon for the priests and deacons.     

     Divine Mercy Sunday is May 1:  Don’t forget to prepare by beginning the Divine Mercy Novena on Good Friday.  This novena was especially recommended to St. Faustina by Jesus himself, and it involves praying the chaplet of divine mercy.  Jesus described the spectacular graces secured by souls who dispose themselves to receive them through this novena.  He said that the very floodgates of his mercy are open on this day.
