Dear Parishioners of St. Alphonsus and St. Joseph, 

     Happy Easter!  

     We rejoice in the Risen Lord who triumphed over sin and death.  He faced the sorrow of darkness and death and has won our salvation.  Let our Easter Alleluia ring out.  The Lord’s glory has been revealed through the obedience of Christ and his cross.  Our faith calls us to be astounded at this saving mystery that transforms our reality.

     It is in the light of that mystery that we may reflect upon the passing of a well beloved priest of our area, Fr. Benedict Ringholz, who died early last Palm Sunday at the age of 91 years.  Fr. Ben was known by many as a faithful and good priest with an extremely kind personality.  Some even referred to him as gentle Ben.  Among his various assignments, he was pastor here at St. Joseph from 1980 until his retirement to the Norwalk area in 1990, but he enjoyed staying very active and helped out at various Churches, including St. Alphonsus during Holy Week.  He always wanted to get out and do more, and he often lamented with a sigh and a laugh, “My mind is good, but my body just won’t cooperate!”  

     To be sure, Fr. Ben had a wonderful sense of humor but endured his own physical frailties and sufferings with a remarkable patience and faith, and I personally counted him as a great friend and model priest.  Let us give thanks to the Lord for this wonderful priest and person who laid down his life in service of the people of God.  The glory of the Lord is now fully revealed to him, and may he rejoice in his eternal reward.  We extend our sympathy in a special way to his niece, Geralyn Smith, who teaches second grade in our school.  On the day of his funeral, this past Wednesday, there were two Bishops present and many priests and faithful from various parishes.  We rang the Church bells here at St. Joseph in his honor on that day.

     Let us keep our second graders in prayer this week as they prepare to make their First Holy Communion next weekend.  They will have retreat days at the end of the week.  In addition to our regular schedule of Masses there will be a 1:00 pm Mass at St. Joseph.

     We also congratulate those adults who completed their entrance into the Catholic faith by receiving the sacraments of confirmation and holy communion this weekend at the Easter Vigil.  Congratulations Lindsey Ralston and Miranda Bores!
