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   16th Sunday in Ordinary Time
Dear Parishioners of St. Joseph and St. Alphonsus
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     July 16th celebrates the feast day of Our Lady of Mt. Carmel.  This place has great significance in the Bible.  It was on Mt. Carmel that the great prophet Elijah stood alone to contest the political powers of his time and to defeat the army of false prophets that held sway.  The power of God prevailed in a great victory.  You can read this wonderful account in the book of Kings.

     According to the traditions of the Carmelite order, on July 16, 1251, the Blessed Virgin Mary appeared to St. Simon Stock, a Carmelite. During the vision, she revealed to him the Scapular of Our Lady of Mount Carmel, popularly known as the "Brown Scapular."  

     What does the Brown Scapular signify?  It signifies special protection and closeness to the Blessed Virgin Mary.  It stands as a powerful sign to Satan that we belong to the Woman, the new Eve, who defeated him.  Those who wear the scapular faithfully and remain devoted to the Blessed Virgin until death will be granted the grace of final perseverance against sin and be delivered from Purgatory early.  I have personally worn the woolen Brown Scapular over my shoulders for the past 32 years—since I was 11 years old!  

     Blessed Pope John Paul II strongly encouraged wearing Mary’s scapular and revealed that he himself had worn one also since his youth.  When the Blessed Virgin came down from heaven at Fatima in 1917, she said that the rosary and the scapular are the important weapons to defeat Satan and the sign of our salvation for our times.  In fact, Jesus himself said to Sr. Lucy of Fatima that the Immaculate Heart of Mary is the “magnet which draws souls to Me, the center from which spreads throughout the world the rays of My light and love.”

     God has provided us with these gifts as a remedy for the great difficulties of our times.  These do not negate or circumvent the other essential aspects of our faith, but rather serve to highlight and draw us to them.  It is a time for decisive action in our faith, humbly submitting to the will of God and accepting that which he now offers us in a very simple way through the Mother of God.  We will be forever grateful that we did.  Through the scapular and rosary you are entrusted to the sure and loving hands of Our Lady, who will unite you with Her own pure and perfect heart and give you to her Son, Jesus.  Through it you place Our Lady’s protective mantle over your shoulders each day.   It may also be pinned inside to one’s clothing as well.  Also, each morning there is a recommended prayer, the Daily Offering:        
     “O my God, in union with the Immaculate heart of Mary (here kiss your Scapular as a sign of consecration; partial indulgence also), I offer Thee the precious Blood of Jesus from all the altars throughout the world, joining with it the offering of my every thought , word and action of this day. O my Jesus, I desire to gain every indulgence and merit I can and I offer them, together with myself, to Mary Immaculate, that she may best apply them in the interests of Thy most Sacred Heart. Precious Blood of Jesus, save us.”
     New Pilgrimage Information:  Rome, Assisi and Medjugorje:  Join a group of pilgrims from November 1-14th, 2011 leaving from Detroit.  The group will spend 6 days in Italy with daily Mass at the major pilgrimage sites, including Crypt Tomb of St. Francis, the Porziuncola Chapel, St. Peter’s Basilica in Rome, the Santa Scala at St. John Lateran, Vatican Gardens, Sistine Chapel and underground Vatican SCAVI Tour.  The group will then fly to Croatia and experience 7 nights in the mountain village and shrine of Medjugorje where the Blessed Virgin Mary is alleged to have daily apparitions for the past 30 years until today.  Cost of the trip is $2,799 + taxes.  Contact Fr.
