The St. Joseph  Roof Committee met on Wednesday.  Present at the meeting were: Ken Schafer, Committee Co-Chair, Joe Wilhelm  Co-Chair, Leroy Stang, Alf Schafer, Jerry Gravenhorst, Jim Smith, Bob Roth, Paul Stieber,  Bob Stieber, Dick Palmer, Don Stalkamp, Fred Leber, and David Schibley.  It was determined by the Committee that St. Joseph Church is in true need of a new roof, and the Committee has proposed the goal of this summer 2012 to complete the project.  It will take about 3 months to complete once work begins.  The current asbestos roof lasted 80 years, and so we got our money’s worth out of it.  But it is now time for us to build a roof for the next generation and beyond.  If you look up at the ceiling, you will see cracks in the plaster, and there are some very active leaks.  I know that this is something that we can and will accomplish together, but it will require all of our support. The Committee will carry out the process of seeking bids and finalizing plans.

   The Finance Committee has met to discuss our resources and funding.  The estimated cost of putting on a new roof will be about $180,000.  Therefore, we have petitioned the Diocese for permission to begin an immediate Capital Campaign to finance this much needed project.  The Diocese would allow us to borrow half the amount of the project if we can show that we have the other half raised.  Whatever we do not raise, we will have to borrow so that we may begin in 2012.  Due to our strong financial commitment to our Catholic School, our parish budget does not have excess funds for such large capital expenses. I have no doubt that we can come together and accomplish this project.  Let us pray together to our patron St. Joseph, and for the intercession of our holy Pastors of the past to help us in this project.
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
