Dear Parishioners of St. Joseph  and St. Alphonsus,
     We welcome Fr. James Huvane to our parishes from the MARYKNOLL Fathers.  Fr. Huvane will witness the Church’s serving and evangelizing through he missions.  This will serve as our annual opportunity to support the Missions.  Envelopes are placed in the pews for that purpose which you may place in the offertory collection.  While the missions may seem a far away concept, we participate in this work by opening our heart to embrace this reality.  As one body in Christ we celebrate that work and are invited to share in it through our prayer and support.  

     Here is a little background on the Maryknoll Fathers:

     Maryknoll is the overseas heart and hands of the Catholic Church in the United States.  Founded in 1911 as the Catholic Foreign Mission Society of America, Inc., Maryknoll’s job is to bring God’s Word to foreign lands.  Maryknollers share the Gospel, not in words alone, but in practical and concrete actions:  by feeding the hungry, clothing the naked, giving shelter to the homeless, comforting the oppressed.

     In their joyful commitment to serve God’s poor, Maryknoll Priests, Brothers, Seminarians and Priest and Brother Associates, use their diverse talents and skills in a wide variety of apostolates.  Among these activities are sacramental ministry, community development, teaching, public health, farming, refugee work, lay leadership development and orphanage administration.  Respecting the rich culture of the peoples they serve, Maryknollers make every effort to develop Christian communities and encourage a native Catholic clergy.

     Maryknoll depends entirely upon friends for support.  Each benefactor’s name is held in sacred trust.  All gifts received are used solely in mission work, mission education, recruitment, training and the care of ill and retired missioners.   

     St Joseph Roof Committee Update: Pending approval of our project by the Diocese, our goal would be to begin a new Church roof in the summer of 2012 and have it completed within 3 months.  The Finance Advisory Committee has recommended that we seek the Bishop’s approval to immediately launch a Capital Campaign at our parish to fund this project that has an estimated cost of $180,000.  

     With the permission of the Bishop, we hope to begin a Capital Campaign this 27 November 2011.  This would coincide with the first Sunday of Advent.  We would hope to raise the majority of our funds and pledges through this December and January.     

     I will let you know when we receive any news from the Bishop regarding our plans.  I would also hope to activate a Capital Campaign Committee to strategize our fundraising efforts.  It is not too early, however, to start thinking about how the Lord has blessed you, and how you may return that generosity in such an important project at our Church.   Perhaps there are generous donor who might be willing to donate matching gifts.   Let us keep this in our prayer!
