   The story of the Last Judgment as told in Matthew's gospel is familiar to anyone who has been exposed to the New Testament. We have heard many times of the sheep and the goats.    Where do you stand today, with the sheep or the goats? Maybe you’re trying to straddle the fence, seeing how little you can do and still qualify for a place among the sheep. Consider today’s reading a warning. It’s time for us all to put our faith into action.
