A JOURNEY TOWARD EASTER

As we draw nearer to Easter and our joyful celebration of the
resurrection of Jesus, we look forward with joy to welcoming
those who have been preparing in the Rite of Christian Initia-
tion (RCIA) for full membership in the Church. We will
welcome Stephen Zakas, who will be baptized and will re-
ceive the sacraments of Confirmation and Eucharist, as well
as Mark Jackson and John Gotschall, who will be coming
into full communion with the Church and receiving the sac-
raments of Confirmation and Eucharist. We listen, with ad-
miration to the stories of their journey of faith, which has led
them to this moment.

My journey began almost two years ago. There’s a
scene in the film “Amazing Grace”, when the main character
says that, when God finally tells you what he wants from you,
it can be both wonderful and highly inconvenient. I came to
the Catholic faith slowly at first, through self-study and a lot
of what, for me, passed for prayer. But “fancy book learn-
ing” didn’t prepare me for the wave of love and grace that
washed over me when I first came to a parish to pray and
meditate on my decision. I attended the pre-confirmation
classes at St. John’s during the summer of 2009 and was
fully prepared to enter the RCIA program that Fall. Where
the Lord truly decided to test my faith was when I found out
that I'd have to obtain a nullity decree for my first marriage
before I could proceed any further with my conversion.
Through the months of that long and painful process, I fell
prey to despair and fear...but never gave up on what I felt
the Lord wanted for me. After finally surrendering my will to
His and leaving the decision in His hands, things moved
quickly and what had appeared to be extreme obstacles
moved away easily. Of course, I had a few close friends
rooting for me (and not a few priests and deacons!) but the
Lord never gave up on me...even when my despair had me
pinned to the floor. The “trial by fire” I've endured for the
last two years has made me strong and secure, both in my
faith and in my love for Him. (Mark Jackson)

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PPC MEETING REPORT...MARCH, 2011

“Catholics Come Home” Diane Kahn updated the PPC on our parish’s involvement in the diocesan-wide program “Catholics
Come Home”. This is a program intended to invite non-active Catholics back to church. You may have seen some of the commer-
cials currently running on television. “Catholics Come Home” is intended for: (1) those who used to be Catholic; (2) those who are
not Catholic; and (3) those who are Catholic but no longer regularly attended Mass. Diane is coordinating our efforts in this pro-
gram, which aims to define the reasons why people have left the Church, and propose solutions to inviting them back. At the heart,
this is an evangelization program, and everybody is asked to participate. Just about everybody knows of a Catholic who doesn’t
attend Mass regularly, and we’re being asked through this program to speak to them, discuss the positive aspects of attending Mass
and try to invite them back for another try. Diane is working with the leaders of both our school and religious education program
to survey parents as to who attends Mass regularly, and for those who don’t, to determine why. Once we have a better understand-
ing as to the reasons people do not attend Mass regularly, we can then address the situation. Through Diane’s efforts, we have al-
ready found that people simply floated away from the Church over the years, while others made a decision for one reason or an-
other to leave the church, while still others either lost their connection to the church, or felt they were driven away by certain is-
sues. In each case, “Catholics Come Home” intends to address each person’s reasons for leaving on an individual basis, and tries
to make that connection with the goodness of attending Mass. Finally, on the local front, we at St. John’s want to be prepared for
those who answer the call of “Catholics Come Home”, by creating a warm and welcoming environment in our parish. For more
information on “Catholics Come Home”, or to check out the television commercials, check out: www.catholicscomehome.org. and
catholicscomehomeboston.org. I thank Diane for her tireless efforts in making “Catholics Come Home” a success by re-uniting
non-active Catholics with their Lord and our parish community once again.

Liturgy Update The PPC reviewed our parish’s plans for a very active Lenten Season. St. John’s is offering a number of pro-
grams to make Lent another opportunity to reconcile ourselves with God, ask for His forgiveness and prepare ourselves for a joy-
ous Easter celebration, when our Lord Jesus Christ raised himself from the dead to ensure our eternal life with Him. At the heart of
our Lenten activities are the Holy Week Masses, including Holy Thursday Mass, our Good Friday service, Holy Saturday Mass and
our joyous celebrations on Easter Sunday. In addition to these Masses, St. John’s also offers the following programs: (1) “The
Light Is On For You”: a diocesan-wide program offering the opportunity for confessions and reconciliation every Wednesday
evening from 6:30pm — 8:00pm and (2) Golgotha Play: April 18: Watch the Passion of Jesus Christ as the Stations of the Cross
are re-enacted in this most touching live rendition

St. Vincent de Paul Update

Lorraine Adams, President of our St. Vincent de Paul Society, provided a review of their activities. St. Vincent de Paul Society’s
charter calls for aiding the poor and less fortunate of our neighborhoods in meeting their most basic needs of food, shelter and the
most necessary comforts.

At the heart of the Society’s many programs is the ever-expanding food pantry, which is open the last Sunday of each month from
9am — 1pm. In recent times we’ve seen an increase in the number of people coming to the Pantry for food, a result of the state and
federal cuts in services. The Pantry on average accommodates approximately 150 — 175 people each month. Those who come are
able to shop for the food they need. Last month, the Pantry distributed over three-thousand pounds of food! We’re very blessed to
have the help of our elementary and high school children to stock the shelves and prepare the Pantry for the last Sunday of each
month.

In addition to the food pantry, our Society also worked with the archdiocese to award scholarships to needy students. Over the past
10 years, over $35,000 has been awarded to students as they prepare for school. Interviews are currently being conducted for this
year’s scholarships.

St. Vincent de Paul also makes available a call line, staffed five days per week, for any requests people may have for the most basic
necessities in life. This call line generally receives about 15 — 20 calls per week, and the Society does its best to accommodate the
requests, from food vouchers to a supermarket to help with heat and electricity payments.

Last year, 466 Christmas presents were distributed to children. For Thanksgiving last year, 176 Thanksgiving turkeys were given
away. A new program began last year in which diapers and other baby supplies were provided for families in need. Families had to
register to participate in this program and over 65 families registered. As anyone with a baby at home realizes, the cost of diapers
and other supplies can become rather expensive, and this program helped many families afford those necessary supplies. All of
these good works of the St. Vincent de Paul Society would not be possible without the financial support of you, our parishioners.
The Society is a self-sustaining group, meaning they need to acquire everything they can to support their various programs. I urge
you to consider supporting our St. Vincent de Paul Society by either volunteering or through a financial donation. There is nothing
more rewarding than sharing your time and money with those in our own neighborhoods who need your help the most!

Casi todo el mundo sabe de un Catolico que no asiste a Misa regularmente, y no-
sotros le pedimos atravez de este programa que le hablen, que discutan los aspectos positivos de asistir a Misa y tratar de invitarlos
de regreso para que lo intenten otra vez. Diane esta trabajando con ambos lideres, los de la escuela y los del programa de educa-
cion religiosa para hacer una encuesta con los padres que asisten a Misa con regularidad, y aquellos que no asisten, para determi-
nar el porque. Una vez que tengamos mejor entendimiento de los motivos porque las personas no asisten a la Misa regularmente,
entonces nosotros podemos manejar la situacion. Atravez de los esfuerzos de Diane, nosotros ya encontrmos que las personas se
van a la deriva a travez de los afios, mientras otros hacen una decision por una razon o otra para dejar la Iglesia, mientras otros
perdian su union a la Iglesia, o se sentian que fueron ahuyentados por ciertas situaciones. En cada caso, "Catolicos Regresen a
Casa" intenta manejar el motivo de alejamiento de cada persona individualmente, y tratara de hacer esa coneccion con el bienestar
de asistir a Misa. Finalmente, nosotros en San Juan Bautista queremos estar preparados para aquellos que respondan al llamado de

Actualizacion de la Liturgia  EI PPC reviso nuestro plan parroquial para una bien activa Temporada Cuaresmal. San Juan Bau-
tista esta ofreciendo un numero de programas para hacer de la Cuaresma otra oportunidad de reconciliarnos con el Dios, pedir por
su perdon and prepararnos para una alegre celebracion de Pascua, cuando nuestro Sefior Jesucristo resucite de entre los muertos
para asegurar nuestra vida eterna con El. En el corazon de nuestras actividades Cuaresmales estan las Misas de Semana Santa,
incluyendo la Misa de Jueves Santo, nuestro servicio de Viernes Santo, Misa de Sabado de Gloria y nuestra alegre celebracion de
Domingo de Pascua. En adicion a estas Misas, San Juan Bautista tambien ofrece los siguientes programas: (1) "La Luz Esta
Encendida Para Ti": un programa a todo lo ancho de la diocesis que ofrece la oportunidad para confesiones y reconciliacion cada
Miercoles en la tarde de 6:30pm a 8:00pm y (2) El Drama Del Golgota: en Abril 18. Mire la Pasion de Jesucristo segun las Esta-
ciones de la Cruz son re-vividas en el mas conmovedor toque de interpretacion.

Actualizacion de San Vicente de Pablo Lorraine Adams, Presidente de la Sociedad de San Vicente de Pablo, proveyo una revi-
cion de sus actividades. En la carta de la Sociedad de San Vicente de Pablo hizo un llamado para los pobres y menos afortunados
de nuestro vecindarios para alcanzar sus necesidades mas basicas de comida, albergue y la comodidades mas necesarias. En el
corazon de muchos de los programas de la Sociedad esta la ampliacion de la despensa de alimentos, el cual abre el ultimo Domin-
go de cada mes de 9am a 1pm. En los ultimos tiempos nosotros hemos visto un aumento en el numero de personas llegando a la
Despensa por alimentos, como resultado de los cortes estatales y federales en los servicios. La Despensa acomoda un promedio
de aproximadamente 150 a 175 personas cada mes Aquellos que vienen pueden buscar la comida que necesitan. El mes pasado,
la Despensa distribuyo sobre tres mil libras de comida! Somos muy bendecidos de tener la ayuda de nuestros nifios de la escuela
elemental y superior los cuales almacenan las tablillas y preparan la Despensa para el ultimo Domingo de cada mes. En adicion a
la despensa de alimentos, nuestra Sociedad tambien trabaja con la arquidiocesis para dar becas a nifios necesitados. En los pasados
10 afios, sobre $35,000 han sido dados a estudiantes para prepararse para la escuela. Entrevistas estan actualmente llevandose a
cabo para las becas de este afio.

San Vicente de Pablo tambien tiene disponible una linea de llamada, con personal los cinco dias de la semana, para cualquier pedi-
dio que las personas puedan tener para sus necesidades mas basicas en la vida. Esta linea generalmente recibe hacercade 15 a 20
llamadas por semana, y la sociedad hace lo mejor para acomodar estos pedidos, desde tarjetas para alimentos para el supermerca-
do hasta ayuda para los pagos de la calefaccion y la electricidad. El afio pasado, 466 regalos de Navidad fueron distribuidos a ni-
fos. Para el Dia de Accion de Gracias del afio pasado, 176 pavos fueron dados. Un nuevo programa comenzo el afio pasado en el
cual pafales y otras provisiones para bebes fueron proveidas a familias en necesidad. Las familias tenian que registrarse para este
programa y mas de 65 familias fueron registradas. Cualquier persona con un bebe en la casa se da cuenta que, el costo de pafiales
y otras provisiones pueden ser caras, y este programa ayudo a familias a costear esas provisiones necesarias. Todo este buen traba-
jo de San Vicente de Pablo no podria ser posible sin la ayuda financiera de ustedes, nuestros parroquianos. La Sociedad es un gru-
po que se sustenta el mismo, lo que significa que ellos necesitan adquirir todo lo que ellos puedan para darle apoyo a sus varios
programas. Yo les pido que considere apoyar nuestra Sociedad de San Vicente de Pablo como voluntario o a traves de su dona-
cion financiera. No hay nada mas recompensante que compartir su tiempo y dinero con aquellos en nuestros vencindarios que
mas necesitan de su ayuda.
