in order to give a significant gift as an act of charity to a church or 
school or institution and still get income from it.  Here’s how it 
works. Let’s suppose that you would like to give $50,000 to the 
church. However, you still need some income. In a charitable gift 
annuity, you sign the $50,000 over to the church. The church then 
pays you a set percentage each year (let’s say 7%) as income for 
you. (That would be $3500 for the year.) Each year, you would 
receive the set amount. When you die, what is left goes to the 
church—and there would be no taxes on it. Why is this in the 
bulletin? The diocese would like to explain how you can set up such 
an annuity should you want to give a gift to the diocese or the 
parish or a Catholic school or Catholic Charities or some other 
church-related charity. They have a couple of professionals in the 
field who would be happy to answer questions for you. If you are 
interested, just give the office a call. We can put you in touch with 
them. If we can get a few people interested, they might even want 
to get together for a lunch or dinner. You need to be at least 60 
years old and willing to donate a minimum of $5000 to qualify.
