
 

 

· Everybody is still talking about the weather—and mumbling a lot. I shared this with a friend in 
Grand Lake, Colorado (just west of Rocky Mountain National Park) and asked if he and his wife 
had cabin fever. Here was his answer: “No chance of cabin fever. We are way too busy having 
fun and being involved with too many activities and people. Weather is great but we are way, 
way low on snow. People are grumpy about it. For the first time ever, Grand Lake is borrowing a 
snow making machine from the ski slopes to make enough snow to put ON the streets so we 
can have our winter carnival next week. Had the most beautiful full moon last Saturday I’ve ever 
seen. Went on a moonlight snowshoe walk with some people and a dinner afterwards.” (Sounds 
like a Rocky Mountain high to me!) 

 
· Carpe diem! Seize the moment! When opportunity comes knocking, open the door! This is the 

way I see the “On a Journey Together” program. It’s an opportunity to do something different 
that will help your faith to grow. Catholics have sometimes been accused of not sharing their 
faith. “They don’t want to impose their beliefs on other people.” “They don’t want to get other 
people upset.” There is a difference between imposing on people and sharing things of value 
with people. We often talk with others about things that are important to us (I hope). Why not 
faith? Yes, this touches on something very personal (I hope). But that is what makes faith so 
important. It matters! There are people who have faith, but there are many others who don’t. 
Some even want to destroy faith by making real efforts to put down faith and Church and 
religion. These people are not likely to respond to something like “On a Journey Together”. But 
there are a lot of people in the middle who are unsure, who are wondering, who are searching 
for things in life, but who do not have a Church, or who don’t participate in the Church. Who will 
speak to them? US! It should be US. 
 
“On a Journey Together” is like basic training. It is not an end in itself, although it can make us 
stronger. In speaking of our faith with people who hopefully share our faith, we grow stronger in 
expressing what we believe. We grow more confident. Once that happens, we can be more 
comfortable expressing what we believe to people who don’t share our beliefs, or perhaps are 
even unaware of them. That’s not imposing. That’s offering a gift—a precious gift. Jesus once 
said that a light is never to be put under a basket; it is to be placed out in the open so that it can 
shed light on the space around it. Our faith is that light. May we let it shine! Second session 
training camp begins this Lent with “On a Journey Together”. If you have not yet signed up, 
please do so SOON. If you know someone who might benefit from this, ask them SOON. Just 
call the office to get connected with a group.
