The market for paper and cardboard 
is coming back. We are looking seriously at resuming the paper/cardboard drive that was so beneficial 
for our Catholic school, for the environment, and for community building. Now the very bad news. We 
have lost the use of the shed north of Westphalia that we have used over the past few years for baling 
and storage. The owner has decided to rent out the shed to someone. We would like to thank him for the 
use of the shed over these past years. However, now we have no place for baling or storage. Unless we 
are able to find a place, we will not be able to resume the paper/cardboard drive. We realize that there 
are probably not many places that could serve as a shed for the paper drive. It would need to have a big 
enough door for an R&S truck to back in to dump cardboard. It would need to have a hard-surface floor 
so that we can move the bales. PLEASE help us out if you can. If you know of a place that might be 
available, call SCCS so we can check it out. This is a GREAT project, but it needs a place to call home.  
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¨ Ash Wednesday and Good Friday are days of FASTING. Catholics between the ages of 18 and 59 

are to eat only one full meal and two other meals consisting of substantially less food—and no food 
between meals. Those with health concerns are not obligated. Obviously, this practice can be 
extended to other days as a Lenten practice, even if you are over 59. 

¨ Ash Wednesday and All Fridays of Lent are days of ABSTINENCE. No meat for those 14 years of age 
and older. The Knights of Columbus are ready to help with this practice on all the Fridays of Lent 
except Good Friday with their fish dinners. Serving begins at 5:30 and continues until 7:00 in the 
parish hall.  

¨ Ashes will be distributed at all three of the Masses on Ash Wednesday. This year, we are reminded: 
“Remember that you are dust and unto dust you shall return”—a sobering thought but true.  

¨ Ashes are made from old palms. If you would like to dispose of your old palms, there are a couple of 
options. The first is to burn them. The second is to bring them to church and place them in the basket 
at the back of church so that we can burn them.  

¨ Stations of the Cross will be prayed on all the Fridays of Lent except Good Friday at 5:30. You are 
welcome to join us for any or all of them.  
 

���� ��������
� ��� ���� ������� has stressed the three pillars of Lent: fasting, prayer, and 
almsgiving. I would encourage everyone to consider one thing of each. I’m suggesting something 
minimal, but you are encouraged to do more. (This should never be a case of how little do I have to do, 
anymore than loving our neighbor should ever be a case of how little do I have to love my neighbor.)  
1. For fasting, select something to give up for Lent — perhaps some kind of food or drink, perhaps some 

form of entertainment, perhaps some form of shopping. This is not about giving up something that is 
sinful; it’s about giving up something just to strengthen our power to say “no” to ourselves once in a 
while. It builds up character. If there are things that you could “never do without”, you might start 
there. If you can’t give it up, you don’t own it; it owns you.  

2. For prayer, I encourage you to participate in an “On a Journey Together” group — or read the 
Scripture passage for the day, listed in the bulletin. 

3. For almsgiving, I suggest using a Rice Bowl. The idea is to place this paper Bowl on a table at home 
and regularly put money into it — perhaps money saved by giving up something. There is a prayer on 
the Bowl. You might pray it each day for the people in genuine need of help who will be helped by 
your generosity. Do this throughout Lent and bring in the Bowl during Holy Week.
