FROM THE PASTOR... 

--What a great time—and what a benefit to our parish! I’m referring to the spring fundraiser held last 
Saturday night. I would like to extend thanks to all who participated in the event—to those who purchased 
raffle tickets, to those who sold raffle tickets (especially our super salesman), to those who came for the 
dinner, to those who contributed items to the auction, to Mitch Osborn and his team for such a masterful 
job of selling, to those who purchased items at the auction—and especially to the committee that put it all 
together. Events like this don’t just happen. People make them happen. To all who were part of it, thank 
you so much. 
 
A few of the bills still need to be paid, but it looks like the parish will take in around $37,000. That’s a lot of 
profit for one night.  
 
Here are the raffle winners: $150 to Allan Reinig; $250 to Carol Walton; $500 to Jim Zimmerman; the big-
screen TV to Michelle Koppold; and the $1500 travel voucher to Jim Deblauw. What a way to welcome a 
future parishioner! Jim lives in Nebraska, but will be moving here with his wife Dixie this summer after 
retiring from his career in public education. They are coming here to be closer to family. Jenny Moser is 
their daughter. As a parish, we have a special reason to look forward to their coming. Jim is a deacon and 
wants to be an active part of our parish. So what do we do? We give him a voucher to get away from here 
once he gets here!  
 
One final note about the fundraiser. I won the cut-card drawing—and even I thought it was rigged until I 
was informed that it wasn’t. I came in late after the Mass and asked if there were any cards left. The joker 
was on top, so I bought the joker. IT WON! But apparently various people had declined to buy the joker. A 
joker must be bad luck! You could have fooled me. So I chose an item from the auction list—and chose 
the dog food. No, I don’t own a dog or plan to own one. But I wanted to give it to Fr. Dorton (our 
neighboring pastor at Portsmouth, Panama, and Westphalia) for his beloved dog Chevy (as in Chase).

--Now, back to Lent. I hope that many of you take the opportunity to go to confession this Sunday here in 
Harlan or in one of four other places in the county over the next week. The Gospel story of the prodigal 
son could just as easily be called the story of the loving Father. If there has been sin in our life—or if there 
continues to be sin in our life—the Father is waiting for us to return to Him—because sin pulls us away. 
Confession is good for the soul—and more. I hope you take advantage of it.  
 
For those of you who took Rice Bowls, I hope you are using them. Plan to bring them back on Palm 
Sunday or in the days of Holy Week that follow. All the money collected is sent to the diocese which 
sends most of it to Catholic Relief Services. A portion is kept for local needs in the diocese. Our 
community has recently benefited from last year’s collection through a check for $850 donated to our 
Benevolence Fund, the program to help people with emergency needs. This program is administered by 
the Shelby County Ministerial Association, representing the churches in Shelby County.
