So they can get a number that allows them to be eligible for ‘door prizes’ that have been donated 
by parishioners... So they can participate in another activity that permits everyone to bid in an 
auction for other donated items. And all this to demonstrate their love for the parish - their 
neighbors - and their Church.   
 
I certainly never experienced any similar type of parish-sponsored fundraising. What a great idea 
to give people an opportunity to support their own desire to tithe while having great fun. Everyone 
knows that the ending prices are ridiculously inflated, but that is the greatest part of it all - knowing 
the end price means nothing - it is not a value placed upon the item - no one comes expecting ‘to 
get a bargain’. In this fashion all present have a great sharing experience, while all are 
demonstrating ‘brotherly love’ - especially when after ‘you won the bid’ you give the item to 
someone else - even perhaps the ‘other’ person who was your nemesis during the auction 
bidding.  CONGRATULATIONS, HARLAN!  Who said you can not teach an ole dog a new trick?  I 
will certainly take this idea to the site of my next assignment. 
 
I was more than pleasantly surprised to see how Iowans respond in time of need - the 
overwhelming response to the Haiti disaster showed that regardless of one’s own financial burdens 
- especially during this current down turn - we as Christians always remember our responsibility to 
our brethren - As you have done for one of these, you have done for me - no truer words were 
spoken by Jesus to acknowledge your love of neighbor - no matter how far they live from 
Harlan. You not only did yourself proud, but you did so without the need to hear or crave attention 
to yourself. CONGRATULATIONS, HARLAN! To be Christian is to be part of Jesus’ new family 
that shared all things in common - you demonstrate how we are truly part of His community and 
Sacred Body. 
 
So in summary, what have I WITNESSED? A true sense of biblical perseverance that permeates 
the local ethos - a refined and substantial outward demonstration of honest care for others - of 
people who really do care for their neighbors - people who are grounded in the Catholic faith, but 
are willing to humbly show a need and wish to live a Christian life which informs others about who 
God the Father truly is to you and me. A Father who is forever merciful, caring, forgiving and 
compassionate. BUT, ALL OF THIS IS NOT NEWS to me - this is why I accepted your bishop’s 
invitation, and why I chose to make Iowa and the Des Moines diocese my newest home. 
 
You have rekindled a faith in our Church and people in general that I have missed while living in 
Israel and Palestine. You have brought back fond memories of my youth and college days when 
neighbors really cared for each other - even to the point of feeling compelled to politely correct an 
erring child without fear of incrimination by a parent. Why? Because WE ARE TRULY ONE united 
to Christ. CONGRATULATIONS, HARLAN!
