This is a season of hope and joy—even in a world which has far too many sorrows.  
 
We welcome the newest members of our Church, who were either baptized or received into the 
Church at the Easter Vigil: Bill Campbell, Carrissa Meiners, Lisa Updike, and Tina Namanny along 
with her children Abigail Rose, Katie Josephine, and Kaleb Ray. We are blessed with the addition of 
these new members; we pray that they will continue to grow in faith as part of our parish; we hope 
that they will feel blessed as part of this parish. I would like to thank their sponsors and the RCIA 
team who have walked this journey with them.  
 
We join in the sorrow of our neighbors in Dunlap, Woodbine, and Mondamin, as they mourn the 
unexpected death of their pastor, Fr. Paul Strittmatter, S.J. Fr. Paul lived a life that went down many 
roads—from his roots in Des Moines to Creighton Prep to the Rosebud Indian Reservation to World 
Youth Day in Australia to his years in Harrison County. He touched the lives of many—including my 
own. We have lost a treasure in our diocese. 
 
We have completed the rituals and prayers of Holy Week. I would like to thank the many people who 
did so much in setting the décor, providing the music, presenting the Passion on Good Friday, and 
doing the many special ministries for so many different services. So much to do, yet so satisfying!  
 
Now we enter into the Easter Season—50 days of celebration after 40 days of self-denial, prayer, 
and works of charity. (God’s blessings always outnumber his expectations!) Next weekend, we will 
provide information about a big Catholic conference coming up in October and about a big birthday 
celebration for Catholic Youth Camp—50 years old this year. We will collect food and money for the 
food pantry. We will sell Fair Trade items—and those of us back on coffee and chocolate can cut 
loose once again.  
 
Since January, Dennis Gaston has been with us here at St. Michael’s doing an internship looking 
forward to ordination as a priest in our diocese. For the next three Sundays, Dennis will present 
programs to enlighten us on different facets of our faith. On April 11, he will present a show about the 
Holy Land, where he has lived and served. That session will be in the parish center, so that visuals 
can be used. Dennis has used this program with various groups, and people have really enjoyed it. 
On April 18, he will lead a question-and-answer session about any topic related to the Church. We 
live in a world where things change so fast. Sometimes, we need to get our faith reconnected to that 
world. If questions immediately come to mind, let him know so he can prepare a little. On April 25, he 
will present a program on Marian belief and Marian devotion in the Church, as we draw near to May, 
the month of Mary. The sessions on April 18 and 25 will be held in church. All the sessions will begin 
after the conclusion of the 8:30 Mass and will end prior to the 11:00 Mass. All are invited to come to 
one or all of the sessions.
