FROM THE PASTOR... 

Last weekend, members of the Serra Club in Council Bluffs spoke at all the Masses about vocations 
to the priesthood and religious life and about forming a vocations committee in the parish.

Jesus didn’t run a want ad in the 
paper to find his apostles. He searched them out. We need to do the same in our time. God calls, 
but we can be instruments of that call.
