FROM THE PASTOR... 

¨ First, I would like to say “thank you” to Helen Langenfeld on behalf of the people of St. Michael’s and 
also the people of St. Boniface in Westphalia. Helen has decided to retire from doing funeral lunches. 
Last year, Helen turned 90. In the past year, Helen has had some health issues. She no longer feels 
able to coordinate the funeral lunches—and has passed on that torch to others. Lots of people have 
helped out with the funeral lunches over the years—and your efforts are truly appreciated. Providing 
funeral lunches is a precious gift to families when they try to cope with the death of a loved one. To be 
able to attend the funeral and then spend time visiting with family and friends without worrying about 
people getting something to eat is truly a blessing.                                                                          
 
Helen has been assisting with funeral-lunch preparation for 25 years at St. Michael’s. She started when 
she moved to town with her husband Leo in 1985. Helen kept lots of records. Unfortunately, in her move 
to the apartments at Elm Crest last year, many of those records were lost. However, I did a little figuring 
of my own to put some perspective on the work that she has done. Over the last seven years, I have 
presided at 163 funerals here at St. Michael’s. There may have been a few that didn’t have lunches, but 
I also didn’t do funerals during my vacations, so we’ll use 163 as our base number. If you take an 
average of 100 meals per funeral dinner (which is pretty conservative around here), Helen assisted in 
the preparation of 16,300 meals. That was over the past seven years. If you multiply that by 3 ½ to 
come to 25 years, that comes to 57,050 meals! INCREDIBLE! There have been some meals in which 
there was too much food prepared, but to my knowledge, we never ran out. I call it Helen’s gift of loaves 
and fishes. Helen guessed that her largest funeral lunch was for 400. Her smallest was about 50. 
 
One other note about Helen. Helen never gave up coordinating the funeral lunches at Westphalia after 
she moved to Harlan. She has also retired from that position after 58 years. She began after she got 
married to Leo. Thank you, Helen, for a job done faithfully and well for so many years! What a blessing 
to so many. (And, as we know, it takes a lot of people to provide so much food. So thanks to the people 
who brought in desserts and salads—enough for 57,050 meals—and then some!) 
 

¨ Second, I know that the announcement of last week about a change in pastors was a jolt to many. Now 
that the dust has settled, I would like to clarify how it happened. I was assigned as a pastor to Harlan in 
2003 to a 7-year term. That term concludes in July of this year. In the past, priests could ask for an 
extension of three years if things were going well and the priest wanted to stay. I asked for that 
extension and was granted that extension with the proviso that I could stay unless there was some 
other particular need in the diocese for my services. The bishop determined that he needed someone to 
take the newly vacant position at St. Francis of Assisi Parish in West Des Moines. It’s a very big parish, 
and he felt that not everybody could handle the position. I guess it’s a compliment that he thinks I can. 
So he asked if I would accept the position. I did, out of deference to his request. As I mentioned last 
week, I was ordained to serve the needs of the diocese, not just a particular parish. So I will leave in the 
second week of July. I feel that Fr. John Frost will be a good fit for this parish. His workload will certainly 
increase from his current assignment at Avoca and Walnut, so help him out and give him some slack as 
he gets adjusted. I do appreciate all the expressions of support over the past week and plan to make 
the best of my remaining time here in Harlan. It certainly beats having people say, “don’t let the door hit 
your butt on the way out!”
