
 

 

    On June 3rd, my next pastoral assignment will begin at St. Anthony’s in Des Moines with 
Monsignor Frank Chiodo. This parish has about  2,650 families with a K-8 parochial school. 
    But, before this move is complete, it is essential that I extend to you here at St. Michael’s a 
heartfelt THANK YOU for your various forms of guidance and support  during my initial endeavor to 
learn how to serve the Lord in the Diocese of Des Moines.  As I have said frequently, because of my 
previous limited experiences in many different parts of the world, while living mostly as a religious, it 
was absolutely necessary to acquire much needed ministerial experience on the diocesan level.  
    You indeed do things quite differently, but I am certain that what is achieved in Harlan can truly 
be considered the model for other parishes in the diocese. More importantly, I can honestly say you 
are faithful to the Church and its Magisterium. For that you should be 
commended.  CONGRATULATIONS, HARLAN!!! 
    The guidance and personal direction you provided will forever be etched in my mind, as I prepare 
to  learn additional skills that are unique not only to Iowa, but a busy metropolitan/urban life in 
general.  It has been the bishop’s desire and intention to provide all seminarians a contrasting 
opportunity for ministry, from the rural setting, to a large city parish, so one may experience 
firsthand the different pace and needs particular to both types of parish ministry where a vast 
number of cultural backgrounds, religious devotions, traditions and local customs prevail; such as 
the unique Mass asking intercessions by St. Isidore. 
    Bishop Pates has decided that Guthrie Dolan and I will be ordained as deacons on November 19, 
2010, at St. Joseph’s Parish in Des Moines.  I take this opportunity to extend a warm invitation to all 
of you to share this important moment in our lives in Christian service to God the Father. As we are 
all called to holiness, I invite you to share in my vocational commitment to the diocese which would 
not have come to fruition without your assistance. And in the word’s of Bishop Pates: “...if all goes 
normal to schedule thereafter the [my] ordination to the priesthood at the Cathedral of St. Ambrose 
in early to mid-February” will follow. 
    I ask for your continued prayers that I indeed will be able to serve the diocese as a fine priest, 
open to the need for additional development in pastoral ministry and care.  It remains my intention 
to live the remaining part of my adult life in service to the Diocese of Des Moines. 
    I will always have a warm place in my heart for all of you here in Harlan, Portsmouth, Panama, 
Earling, Defiance and Westphalia that I have been privileged to meet. You will all remain in my daily 
rosary intentions, prayers and devotionals to Our Blessed Mother, who forever intercedes for us 
directly to her Son, Our Lord Christ Jesus. Lastly, I leave you with this prayer :
