FROM THE PASTOR... 

I will be gone on retreat during the week ahead. I am truly looking forward to some quiet time. It’s 
been pretty crazy around here for the past few weeks, given the announcement about changes. But 
now things can start to settle down. I would like to answer a few questions that keep coming at me.  
 
¨ I appreciate your concerns for my mother. She will be staying at Little Flower Haven in Earling. 

As many of you know, she is quite debilitated and so is not able to get out and about by herself. 
Being at Little Flower has been such a blessing for her, because so many people make the effort 
to reach out to her—if only by stopping in for a few minutes. Those short visits are truly 
appreciated. She could never find such an environment in a nursing home in Des Moines. It’s not 
about the facilities; it’s about the people. She feels at home where she is—and that is a great 
feeling for anybody. 
 

¨ I appreciate all the requests about coming back in the future. However, that just cannot happen. 
Back at St. Theresa’s, when we lost our associate pastor, we had to make decisions about how 
to get all the work done in the parish. One decision was to have the deacons do all the baptisms. 
We had two deacons at the time. They were put in charge of baptism preparation and doing the 
baptisms. They loved doing it. But immediately, people asked if I could do a baptism for them as 
a favor. It would be “just for them”. I appreciated the request, but said “no”. The requests 
continued. Finally, I remember a couple asking me about doing a baptism and my responding, 
“You are the 13th couple to request a baptism ‘just for you’”. I have always tried to avoid rating 
one parishioner as more important than another. I still feel that way. I hope that you understand, 
but I won’t be coming back to do funerals or baptisms or weddings. Where would it stop?  
 

¨ Which leads to the last point. You will be getting a good priest in Fr. Frost. He was actually in the 
seminary at the same time as me. However, he is quite a bit younger. (I was a late bloomer.)  
Everybody is different. He and I are different. But he has been a good priest for 23 years and will 
be a blessing for St. Michael’s. The old line about “filling my shoes” has already come up. Once, 
at Sacred Heart in West Des Moines, when I came in as the new associate pastor, someone 
noted that I had really big shoes to fill because everybody really loved Fr. ---. I paused, looked 
down at my feet, and responded, “I’m not worried about it. We have different shoe sizes.” It 
worked out fine!  

 
Please keep me and all the priests who will be gathering for the retreat in your prayers. Note that 
there will be no Masses from Monday through Thursday. If there is an emergency, call the office 
during regular hours (755-5244) or Deacon Pat during off hours (755-2910). They will know how to 
get in touch with me. I will return for emergencies. (I put funerals in that category.) However, as I 
said in the beginning, it will be nice to get some quiet time.
