As most of you are now aware, I will be leaving St. Michael’s in early July to begin a new 
assignment as pastor at St. Francis of Assisi Parish in West Des Moines.  
 
However, before all of this happened, I had been planning a party to celebrate a big event in my 
life. On June 21, 1985, Bishop Maurice Dingman ordained me a priest. When you do the math, you 
realize that that was 25 years ago this month. That is something I want to celebrate. I set Sunday, 
June 27, for the celebration. There will be folks from my pre-Harlan life coming for the 
celebration—about 100 of them, I think. Other than my mother who now lives at Little Flower in 
Earling, I have no relatives who live within 200 miles of here—and most are much farther than 
that—and I’m talking about cousins. There may be four of them here. All the others are friends 
from various places.  
 
I would like to invite all of you to join them on June 27 to make them feel welcome and to share in 
my joy.  
 
I will celebrate the regular three Masses that weekend—5:00 on Saturday, and 8:30 and 11:00 on 
Sunday. There will be no separate Mass of Thanksgiving. Weekend Masses have been at the 
heart of my parish life for years—and that would seem to be the best place to begin celebrating my 
anniversary. There will probably be a lot of visitors on Sunday, especially at the 11:00 Mass, so 
brace yourself—and be friendly! 
 
After the 11:00 Mass, everybody is invited to go to Vets’ Auditorium. With the help of the Knights of 
Columbus and the Guild, we will be offering a simple meal to everybody who comes. (No charge.) 
The food will be served between 12:15 and 3:30, so come when you would like. I’d love to see you.  
 
At about 1:30, there will be a program. It will definitely feature music—one of the loves of my life. I 
hope that everybody will have a good time with it.  
 
Since the following weekend will be the weekend of the 4th of July, and since I am expected in 
West Des Moines the following weekend, there will be no other farewell activities. This party will 
set a better tone anyway!
