FROM THE PASTOR... 

I’m now in the transition stage for the move from here to West Des Moines. I was trying to 
remember how things started here, so I pulled out some old bulletins.  
 
From the first “From The Pastor” that I wrote here (7/20/2003): “Well, I survived the weekend. 
Everything was new; everybody was new. Yet we celebrated the Eucharist and began this time 
together. So many people have been helpful in answering so many questions—and I will continue to 
have questions. 
 
All this leads to an observation I would like to share. So many times, when I would ask how 
something was done, the response would be, ‘You can change it if you want’. That wasn’t my 
question. Why would I want to change something if I don’t even know how it works or whether it 
works. ‘If it ain’t broke, don’t fix it.’ I hope to do a lot of listening and observing in the weeks ahead. 
Things usually happen for a reason. Patterns are usually set for a reason. I want to know the 
reasons so that things can go well! On the other hand, sometimes things are done just because 
they have ‘always been done that way’. Maybe there once was a good reason, but that reason no 
longer is relevant. Perhaps those would be things to change. I came on the assumption that St. 
Michael’s is a good place with good people. Time will tell if and how we can continue to get better. 
But there’s no rush, is there?” (Something to remember when Fr. John starts) 
 
Then this from the bulletin of December 28, 2003: (Our parish was given the name of a seminarian 
to “adopt”, so I had him write a few things about himself.) “I am 33 years old and I am a junior at 
Conception Seminary College. I have been in the seminary for just over a year now. I already have 
an associate’s degree in computer science from Des Moines Area Community College, but I need to 
finish my bachelor’s degree and meet the requirement for philosophy. I’m the second of five children 
and the only boy. I have lived in Des Moines all my life and my home parish is SS John and Paul in 
Altoona. I grew up on the east side and went to East High School. Conception Seminary is the first 
Catholic school that I have ever attended. I worked in the computer field for over eleven years 
including at a company called ComputerLand and Meredith Corporation most recently.” (His name? 
Ken Halbur—now Fr. Ken Halbur, my new associate pastor at St. Francis—it’s reassuring that 
he knows a lot about computers.) 
 
Finally this from the same article of December 28, 2003: “Meanwhile, who might be the next 
seminarian from Harlan St. Michael’s? Did you know that there was a fund established by a 
parishioner years ago to provide financial support to any seminarian from St. Michael’s? It’s never 
been used! Think about it! Pray about it! For their good—and for the good of the Church. (It’s now 
seven years later—and that fund remains untouched. Sad.)
