The Holy Father 
(first Pope John Paul II, and now Pope Benedict XVI) is part of 
the event. Next year, World Youth Day will be held in Madrid, 
Spain. About 1,000,000 people are expected. (With crowds like 
that, it’s good to be a “youth”. The Des Moines diocese would 
like to organize a group of people to make a pilgrimage to Spain 
next summer. The dates of the pilgrimage will be August 10 to 
August 22, 2011. The estimated package total cost will be 
$3249. This is a big undertaking for anyone who will 
participate—but we often reap as we sow.
