FROM THE PASTOR...  

UPDATE ON SHELBY COUNTY CATHOLIC SCHOOLðJuly, 2009 
 

There are a number of things that need to be explained to the Catholic community of Shelby County. Since you 

are our support community, you have a right to know how things are going at SCCS. 

 

     First, we have advertised to hire a fundraising coordinator for this coming year. Fund raising is a vital part of 

providing our operating expenses. (The other two are parish assessments and tuition.) Years ago, SCCS paid a 

fundraising coordinator. When the schools were consolidated in 2004, that position was dropped. The parent club 

offered to take over that task. It has done a wonderful job over these past years, but it has run out of gas. These 

are parents with full time jobs and families. They donôt have the time or energy to coordinate all the  

fundraisers. They are willing to help out, but not do the primary organizing. So we need to hire a fundraising  

coordinator. We are offering $10,000 plus 2% of funds raised as an incentive. This is a one-year position, to be 

evaluated after the first year. 

 

    Second, we continue to look for a pre-school teacher. But, as of now, we have found no applicants. If we do not 

find a qualified teacher, we will need to drop the afternoon pre-school on Mondays, Wednesdays, and 

 Fridays. We have an excellent pre-school. That is why we have so many students. We donôt want to drop any 

sections, but we also realize that we have so many students because the public school doesnôt offer a  

pre-school for most kids. As a result, the great majority of the parents have no interest in having their kids  

attend SCCS after pre-school. Dropping that section would have a minimal impact on the overall health of our 

school. But, dropping the section remains our last option. 

 

     At this time, all the other positions at the school have been filled for the new school year. The staff we have is 

not only very qualified, but very dedicated. That begins at the top, with our new principal Ann Andersen, who is not 

new to the system, but has given many years of her life to SCCS as a teacher. Our teaching staff is a mix of  

teachers with many years of experience and teachers who are relatively new to teaching. That results in a  

wonderful mix of experience and new ideas. Our support staff is equally committed to the well being of the school. 

 

     Itôs a struggle to run a Catholic school. It has been a financial struggle ever since we no longer had sisters who 

worked for virtually nothing. We owe our staff the best that we can offer in terms of salary. We owe them all the 

support that we can show them. Consolidation was not easy for our communities, but it was necessary. The  

operating budget for the 2003-2004 school year was $938,000. The operating budget for next year will be 

$756,000. We are able to pay our bills. But, most importantly, we have this school for a good reason. We value a 

faith-centered educationðsomething that the public school by law cannot provide. We believe that being a 

Christian is not something that applies only to Sunday. That is true for adults; that is true for children. What 

better way for children to develop a pattern of making Christ part of every day than to have them attend a 

school in which prayer and faith formation are part of every day.
