Today’s Gospel is so rich. There is so much to be said, but |
would like to focus on the idea of authenticity. There are
many Christian communities, religions, cults, and
movements out there. How do we navigate such an expanse
for truth? If we, as adults struggle, then of course that
struggle is shared with our teen parishioners. Jesus tells us
that He is the Good Shepherd. The Good Shepherd does not
abandon His sheep. God has not abandoned us, the Holy
Spirit is with us always, moving us deeper into the Truth
that is Jesus.

Last weekend, I joined one of our Confirmation candidates
and about 300 other teens for the Rejoice retreat. It was an
amazing time as usual. The focus of the retreat was the Real
Presence, Christ in the Eucharist. Many other Christian
groups have begun having services similar to our Eucharist,
but ours is the Real Presence. In Eucharist, receiving and
meditating on it, we come to know the core of our faith, the
Truth that is Christ Jesus.

Something to Think About: Parents continue to be the
primary influence on their children. How do your children
perceive the Eucharist? When we go up to receive
Communion in reverence, when we bow and then say
“Amen,” we speak volumes of the True Presence to our
children and fellow parishioners.
