Tony Melendez 
Live in concert June 18th! 

 
It was an unforgettable moment when, on 

September 15, 1987, he played his guitar for Pope John 
Paul II in Los Angeles. Born without arms, he performed 
a touching song entitled “Never Be The Same.” When the 
Pope approached him from the stage to kiss him in 
appreciation, it seemed to reflect the sentiments of the 
entire country. 

Tony was born without arms because his mother 
was prescribed thalidomide (a drug used to help calm 
morning sickness) during her pregnancy. He was brought 
to the Los Angeles area from Nicaragua to be fitted 
with artificial arms. He wore them until he was ten, when 
he disposed of them. “I didn't feel comfortable,” he 
explains, “I could use my feet so much more.” 

On June 18th at 7:00 p.m. Guardian Angel 
Church, in conjunction with neighboring parishes, will 
present Tony Melendez in an amazing concert event at 
nearby St. Luke’s Church (340 Franklin Turnpike in Ho-
Ho-Kus). Tickets for reserved seating are available in 
advance after all Masses this weekend for $10. Any 
remaining tickets will be available at the door for $15.

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION 
 

 The origins of today’s solemnity lie in thirteenth-
century Belgium. In those days, people seldom received Holy 
Communion, and never the chalice. A nun in a troubled con-
vent, Juliana of Liège, devoted her life to stirring up love for the 
Eucharist, lobbying for a feast day to honor the Blessed Sacra-
ment with Masses and processions.  
 Juliana may have been inspired by the Ascension Day 
processions in nearby Bruges. Crusaders brought a treasure 
home to Bruges from Constantinople in 1204: a reliquary said 
to contain a cloth from Joseph of Arimathea with which he had 
helped prepare the body of Jesus for burial. The stain on the 
cloth was said to be the holy blood itself, and so the people of 
Bruges built a great basilica to house the relic. Bruges became a 
great center of pilgrimage because of this treasure, and the pro-
cession of the Holy Blood is still one of the greatest festivals in 
Belgium today. The bishop carries the relic through the narrow 
streets, and the people wear medieval costumes and act out 
scenes from the Bible.
