 Our fall Religious Ed program has begun. We have over 
40 children in our Tuesday afternoon program for grades 1 -5 and 
120 in our Tuesday evening program for grades 6, 7 & 8. Classes 
for all students in grades 1 through 8 started on Tuesday.   
 An important aspect of the Religious Education Program 
at Guardian Angel is community service.  During the last school 
year and over the summer, our children donated specifically to 
three charities: 
 They raised over $600 in change which was divided 
among three different charities. The Center for Food Action 
which writes:  “Thank you for your recent contribution.  In the 
past few months, we have seen more and more people turning to 
the CFA for assistance.  Many of these neighbors are seeking help 
for the first time….Without your generosity, we could not do this 
important work.  Thank you on behalf of the staff and volunteers 
at CFA.” 
 Our Lady of Guadalupe School in Houston Texas which 
was heavily damaged by Hurricane Ike last summer.  We received 
a letter stating, “Your gift enables us to provide the high quality 
education our students so deserve.

“Jesus, looking at him, loved him and said to him, ‘You are 
lacking in one thing. Go, sell what you have, and give to the 
poor and you will have treasure in heaven; then come, follow 
me.’ At that statement his face fell, and he went away sad, for 
he had many possessions.” 
     - Mark 10:21-22 
 
For two weeks we have had Jesus preaching two difficult 
messages.  Today, we see the compassion of Christ and the 
heartache of truth.  The young man wants to know what he can 
do to attain eternal life.  Jesus seems to give the young man a 
generic answer, the “be a good person answer,” as if He’s 
holding back slightly, but the man pursues.  We are told that 
Jesus looks at him and “love[s]” him and then tells Him the 
total truth, a truth I’m sure He knew the young man was 
probably not ready to hear.   
 
Was it wrong for the young man to have many possessions?  
That’s not what was said.  What was revealed was the man’s 
heart.  He spoke of desiring eternal life, which he knew Jesus 
could offer, but when given the opportunity, he could not let go 
of the “stuff” of temporal life, the stuff he accumulated.  When 
Jesus asks the young man to give away his possessions and 
follow Him, Jesus is asking the young man to let go and let 
God.  Though the young man thought salvation was something 
to be attained by doing, Jesus, God , reveals that it is something 
God attains for us, when we allow Him to work through us. 
 
At our first Confirmation small group we focused on Baptism, 
the dying and birthing aspect of the Sacrament.  Because of 
original sin, we have a propensity to distort, to see the gifts 
without the giver. At what point do our possessions possess us?  
At what point have we lost sight of our original pursuit?  Can 
we let go; can we die to those things that bind us and live in the 
freedom of Christ? 
 
Something to Think About: Kick the habit! There’s always 
room for improvement, but often times, trying to improve on 
our own is very hard to do!  It’s much more fun to have help 
from family and friends and much easier a day at a time.  Make 
it a public family sacrifice; keep each other accountable for the 
week, and on Sunday after mass, go and celebrate how you 
lived the week.

GUARDIAN ANGEL PARISH PRAYS  
WITH THE “ELIJAH CUP” 

 
Pope Benedict XVI has declared a “Year for Priests,” which 
began on the Solemnity of the Sacred Heart of Jesus on June 
19, 2009. The “Year for Priests” is intended to be a time for 
priests to be renewed in their unity with Christ and zeal in their 
ministry. It is intended to be a time for the whole Church to 
pray especially for priests – that they may be good and faithful 
in the vocation to which God has called them – and to pray for 
increase in vocations to the priesthood. 
Here at Church of the Guardian Angel, we have embarked on a 
special prayer program known as “Elijah Cup.” The purpose of 
the Elijah Cup, a consecrated chalice, is to provide a focal 
point for prayer. Each weekend at one Mass the priest will use 
the Elijah Cup as the chalice. After the Prayer after 
Communion, he calls a family, individual, or couple forward 
to receive the Elijah Cup. They take the cup home, putting it in 
a place of honor. Each day for a week, during prayer time 
(morning, bedtime or at meals), they pray for an increase and 
perseverance of vocations. The following Sunday they return 
the Elijah Cup with the gifts of bread and wine at the 
Offertory. 
 
This weekend at the 5:30 pm Mass,  the Bennewitz family  is 
presenting the Elijah Cup to the Brown family for this week’s 
prayer.  They will return it next weekend.
