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First Reading: Isaiah 42:1-4, 6-7

Isaiah tells of the Lord’s Servant, who will be
inconspicuous, but will not rest until justice is
established. The Lord then tells his servant that he was
formed to be “a light for the nations.”
Reflection: How do you think a servant of the Lord can
contribute to justice and peace in gentle and nonviolent
ways? How will you try to do so?

Second Reading: Acts 10:34-38

Peter speaks to a group of pagans for the first time. He
explains to them that any person who follows God’s will
is acceptable to God, regardless of nationality.
Reflection: After his Baptism, Jesus went about doing
good works and healing those who were enslaved by sin.
Following his example, what good or healing work will
you do this week?

Gospel: Luke 3:15-16, 21-22

John the Baptist had claimed one would come far more
powerful than himself, one who would baptize with the
Holy Spirit rather than water. When Jesus came to John
and was baptized, the Spirit descended on him and a
voice said, “You are my beloved Son. On you my favor
rests.”

Reflection: How often do you recognize times when you
have experienced God's favor and love? What can help
you become more conscious everyday of God acting in
your life? What can you do to help others become more
aware of God's love?

Over the coming year, we will present a series entitled
“Reverence and Worship” in which we discuss
preparing, arriving and celebrating liturgy. Each week
we will reflect on one aspect of the liturgy including
liturgical seasons and colors, the ministers involved and
the items and vessels used in our celebrations. We
encourage you to use these articles as a family
discussion and to deepen your understanding of liturgy.

Preparing for Liturqy

We begin this series in the same manner we would
approach any special event — preparation. If you were
expecting guests and having a dinner party how would
you prepare?

*We begin preparing for liturgy by scheduling Sunday
liturgy into the family weekend schedule. This may
sound like a simple task, however, there are many
demands placed on families today and often attending
mass is placed at the bottom of the list. Plan ahead as
you would any important occasion by including and
bringing the whole family, yes even the small children,
to Mass with you. Encourage all to participate. We are a
family and together we come to the table of the Lord as
one.

*During the week, spend some time reflecting on the
readings for the upcoming Sunday. Each week the
readings and a reflection question are published in the
weekly church bulletin so that you can prepare for the
following week.

*As part of the preparation, it is important to consider
your attire. Dress with dignity to show our Lord that we
have deep respect for the real Presence of His Body and
Blood present in the Eucharist. God has given us the
greatest gift, His Son, and it is appropriate to present
ourselves in proper clothes and attitudes as a sign of
reverence and respect for this gift.

*You are asked to fast for one hour before Communion
from all solids and liquids (except water and any
required medications). This is a small sacrifice we offer
to Jesus to show our respect and reverence for His true
presence in the Eucharist.

Adult Faith Formation

Reflection: Today is the Feast of the Baptism of the Lord. Last week, the Magi recognized Jesus and this week
is another type of Epiphany! It is a manifestation of Jesus to the public and it concludes the Christmas season
for us. Jesus’ Baptism functions as the beginning of His public career and a manifestation of His true identity.
That identity comes, not from the washing of sins, but from the voice of the Father: You are my beloved Son,
with you I am well pleased. This proclaims to the world that God has become king in human form and that His
throne will be sacrificial love, not oppression or temporal power. This sacrificial love is the kind of love we
promise in our own baptism, and we do so with joyful conviction. It is in and through this baptism into the
death and resurrection of Christ that we, too, become God’s chosen ones. Dear God, we praise and thank you
this day for the privilege of having been called beloved sons and daughters. Keep us aware of our own

Baptismal call to holiness and help us live in that graced love each and every day. Amen. (Adapted from Sourcebook

Ritual: This week we can let our ritual be a very simple yet profound one...Watch! Epiphany! What a
glorious word...literally, full of glory...the glory of God is revealed and all people see it! Whenever we
glimpse the glory of God, we experience briefly the happiness for which we hope. We can see that glory in the
icy sparkle of a winter’s day, in the birth of a child, in the excellence of athletes or in the beauty of the arts. The
glory of God can be revealed in many ways, and it always brings joy, sometimes an overflowing- with- tears-
joy—we have all experienced that on occasion, yes? We can only glimpse God’s glory because its fullness
remains hidden. As wonderful as this world is, the promised world of eternal life will be far greater. That
hidden world opens to us in slits of time, in meteoric flints of space. We see God’s glory in small signs, but
they suffice to alert us to the grandeur of heaven. As the Christmas season draws to its close, we reflect back on
its joy. In the shimmering glow of a celebration that pushes back the enveloping darkness of nature’s winter,
we glimpse the glory of God. Hopefully, our ritual of watching for the glimpses of God’s glory will become
part of our daily routine...Epiphany all year long! (Adapted from Sourcebook)
