SECOND SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME    JANUARY 17, 2010 

 



LITURGY
First Reading: Isaiah 62:1-5 

Isaiah prophesizes that Jerusalem will again be held in 

high esteem by God. He states that all nations will 

witness its glory. He compares a groom's joy toward his 

bride to the joy that God will feel toward Jerusalem. 

Reflection: Recall a time when your faith in God during 

a crisis was rewarded. How will you celebrate God's 

faithfulness and your own today? 
 

Second Reading: I Corinthians 12:4-11 

Paul discusses the different gifts and talents bestowed 

upon different individuals. He explains that each 

individual receives various talents so that everyone can 

contribute something to society. 

Reflection: What gifts of the Spirit do you recognize in 

yourself? How will you try to use these gifts for the good 

of all? 
 

Gospel: John 2:1-11 

Jesus and Mary attended a wedding where Mary 

informed Jesus that there was no more wine. At first he 

said it did not concern him, but then he turned several 

jugs of water into wine. His disciples were also present, 

and believed in him more strongly after they witnessed 

the first sign of glory he revealed to them. 

Reflection: At this wedding celebration, Jesus gave the 

wedding couple and guests the gift of choice wine! He 

also gave them, and us, the gift of a deeper and fuller 

knowledge of himself, who he really was. "He revealed 

his glory, and his disciples believed in him." What does 

this say about the importance of celebrations in our 

lives? Jesus didn't consider a wedding celebration to be 

"beneath him." He was there, fully present. What is our 

attitude toward family celebrations, birthdays, weddings, 

baptisms, or funerals? How can we be more present to 

these happy or sad times together? How can we use 

them as occasions to know one another better and to 

encourage one another?

Arriving for Liturgy 
 

This week, in our continuing liturgy series, we will 

reflect on arriving for and actively participating in the 

Eucharistic celebration.  
 

“Mother Church earnestly desires that all the faithful should 

be led to full conscious, and active participation in liturgical 

celebrations which is demanded by the very nature of the 

Liturgy. Such participation by the Christian people as" a 

chosen race, a royal priesthood, a holy nation, a redeemed 

people (I Pet 2:9), is their right and duty by reason of their 

baptism”.                      #14 „The Constitution on Sacred Liturgy‟ 
 

• Have you ever arrived late to the theater and you were 

asked to remain in the lobby until an intermission to be 

seated? Although we may not ask you to remain in the 

lobby, common sense is needed so as not to be 

disruptive to the gathered community.  Wait for an 

appropriate time to be seated.  Plan ahead and arrive 

early using the time for personal prayer and preparation 

for receiving Christ.  Arriving early also provides the 

best parking spots!!! 
 

Remember... The priest should be the last person to 

enter the church and the first person to leave. 
 

• Out of respect for the sacred event that is to occur and 

in which you will participate, please turn off all pagers 

and cell phones before entering the church. It is 

important that we show proper respect to the Eucharist 

while allowing others to worship without distraction. 
 

• As you enter the church, bless yourself with Holy 

Water as a reminder of your Baptism and a gesture of 

purification before approaching the presence of God.  

Keep your voice low when greeting one another in 

Church. We must be mindful of the presence of Jesus as 

well as being considerate of others who are praying.  
 

• Genuflect (or bow) before entering a pew as a sign of 

adoration and greeting directed towards the presence of 

the Blessed Sacrament. These gestures are symbolic of 

one's humility in the presence of the Lord.

Dear Friends,  

We have now entered the Liturgical Season known as Ordinary Time During Winter and our liturgical color is 

greenéfor life, for hope!  It is 34 weeks long this year and is divided into two segments.  This first segment began 

the day after the Baptism of the Lord and lasts five weeks, ending on the day before Ash Wednesday.  The second 

segment begins again on the Monday after Pentecost.  Ordinary Time does not mean that it is not special; it means 

that the Sundays are ordered, or counted.  The church organizes her liturgical books, assigning each Sunday a 

number, counting each week one after the other.  This helps us to know where to turn in the lectionary or Roman 

Missal.  Time is marked by the reading of scripture in a three-year cycle:  Matthew in Year A, Mark in Year B 

and Luke this year in Year C. John, my favorite, does not have a specific cycle, but we hear his gospel periodically 

throughout all three years.   Year C is the only one in which the three traditional themes of epiphany occurred on 

three consecutive Sundays:  Epiphany to the Magi, Jesusõ Baptism and Johnõs Gospel this week about The 

Wedding Feast at Cana, the first public sign of Jesusõ divinity! 

 
 

Reflection: In the first reading, Isaiah gave us the chance to think about the importance of our names!  You shall be called 

by a new name, pronounced by the mouth of the Lord! Children are named by their parents in the beginning but 

sometimes many of us are renamed with nicknames by our friends…many  us will have their names changed in marriage, 

or in a religious vocation, for business reasons and sometimes just because!  Names are about identity and belonging, and 

those elements of our lives may undergo profound shifts as the circumstances of our lives evolve.  In the Bible, many got 

new names to reflect a newness of life, identity or vocation.  Abram became Abraham, Simon became Peter, Saul became 

Paul.  Many of us take new names at Confirmation.  Just as God once renamed a Forsaken people My Delight, so God has 

a new name in store for us to reflect the person we are invited to become.  Yes, His Delight!  Do we realize that, really? 

 

  Paul reminded the Corinthians and us that just as we names that distinguish us and call us forward, we also have 

different gifts with which we are endowed for unique purposes.  At every stage of life and in the course of every day, we 

are summoned to perform some work that only we can do.  It could be healing a broken relationship or listening to 

someone who is lonely.  We could also be called to greater things, mighty things.  The purpose of our lives is not a static 

obligation, but requires regular reflection and discernment in order to ensure that we are on the right path as the seasons of 

our lives move forward.  

 

 In John‟s Gospel we are told precisely what motivated Jesus to begin His ministry:  a word from His mother…we 

can appreciate this!  If Mary said it was time to do something, it was time to do it, despite His hesitation at first!  When a 

decision is hard for us to make, let us ask Mary for guidance.  Of course, we must be prepared to do whatever she tells us! 
(adapted from an earlier Exploring the Sunday Readings) 

 
 

Ritual:  At various times this week, let‟s try to stop and take some Holy Pauses.  Each time, let‟s think of a different way 

we can be described, such as parent, son or daughter, brother or sister, neighbor, co-worker, spouse, Christian and friend 

and then meditate on the ways we answer the call to each of those identities.  Do those ways really reflect the love of God 

so deeply that we call others and are called by them the same name God gave us…My Delight!  Hold the thought! 
 
 

Reminder: As we remember the 37
th
 anniversary of Roe vs Wade on January 22

nd
, let us reflect on these beautiful words: 

Man is called to a fullness of life which far exceeds the dimensions of his earthly existence, because it consists in sharing 

the very life of God.  The loftiness of this supernatural vocation reveals the greatness and the inestimable value of human 

life even in its temporal phase.  A life in time, in fact, is the fundamental condition, the initial stage and an integral stage 

and an integral part of the entire unified process of human existence.  (from Pope John Paul II in Evangelium Vitae)

As part of a child’s ongoing faith 

formation, time is spent in the classroom 

discussing the topic of Stewardship and 

the importance of giving of our time, 

talent and treasure for the betterment of 

our Christian community.  Christian 

Stewardship suggests that we are given three gifts which 

can be symbolic of the three gifts presented by the Magi at 

Christ’s birth.  

  

This year, as a practical implementation 

to the classroom instruction, each 

student in our religious education 

program received offering envelopes.  

The children are asked to share of their 

gifts of time, talent and treasure on a weekly basis by 

placing their very own envelope in the collection basket.  

Not only will this put into action what they hear and learn 

in the classroom, this practice will establish a pattern of 

giving that will last throughout their adult life.  

Stewardship is not a program but rather a way of life that 

needs to be practiced continuously.  

  

Each week these envelopes are 

reviewed and from time to time, we 

will print some of the responses in our 

weekly bulletin.  Use of these 

envelopes will demonstrate to the entire parish community 

the faith development of our children. We ask that the 

children give of their own money and not just ask Mom and 

Dad for the money.  A lesson will be learned when a coin 

from their allowance is given to the church rather than a 

dollar bill from their parents wallet.  

  

Here are a few responses of how our children helped others:

·         I helped my brother laugh when he was sick
