LITURGY

First Reading: Nehemiah 8:2-4a, 5-6, 8-10

Ezra gathered the people and read to them from the book of
the Law of God. He interpreted the law clearly, so that
everyone understood what he had read. He then told them to
go and rejoice in the Lord.

Reflections: It is very true to say that God accepts us
completely as we are. It is also very true that God invites us to
grow. Just as we would not want to be, for example, six years
old forever, so we do not want to be "stuck” in our spiritual
growth. As we grow & change, we take on more responsibility
for ourselves. We can do more for others. God helps us grow
& change by giving us the Scriptures, the Eucharist, our
parents, families, teachers, friends. How is God asking you to
grow and change?

Second Reading: | Corinthians 12:12-30

Paul explains that a body is composed of many different parts,
and that each part has its' own purpose and is important. He
compares this to the Church, describing how we are one body
composed of many members. All members should show
concern for each other and understand that we are all vital to
the body as a whole.

Reflections: Think of the groups you belong to- In what ways
do you feel you belong? Do you ever feel "left out"? Do you
ever try to keep others "out"? What are some good ways to
help others feel included? When we were baptized, we each
became a member of the body of Christ. What are some good
ways to show that we are all one in Christ, that we all belong
to him, that we are all "'in"?

Gospel: Luke 1:1-4; 4:14-21

Luke discusses his decision to write about the events he and
the other disciples had witnessed. He begins by telling of Jesus
reading a passage from the book of Isaiah, where the anointed
one is portrayed. Jesus finished by telling the people that they
had seen that passage fulfilled in their hearing.

Reflections: In this reading, Jesus identifies himself as the
Messiah, as the one Isaiah foretold would come to the people.
He did this at the weekly worship at his local synagogue. Why
did Jesus worship weekly? What does this habit of Jesus' tell
us about the importance of our weekly worship? Where do we
meet Jesus, the Messiah, on a weekly basis?

Celebrating Liturgy - Introductory Rites

Our liturgy series continues as we reflect on the

Il ntroductory Rites" e, t h
also known as the gathering, include the Entrance,
Greeting, Act of Penitence, Kyrie, Gloria and Collect.

As our celebration begins, we are invited to join in the
opening hymn. The leader of song welcomes all to the
celebration and leads the assembly in the gathering or
entrance hymn. Together we raise our voices as one in
preparation of the Eucharistic Meal which is to occur.
Think you do not have a good voice? Remember, share
with the Lord what the Lord gave you.

The gathering (entrance) procession begins during the
singing of the gathering hymn and includes the Altar
servers, Reader, Extraordinary Ministers of the
Eucharist, Deacon and Priest(s). Remember... The priest
should be the last person to enter the church. The
priest is coming from the assembly to lead the
assembly!

All in the opening procession reverence the altar with a
profound bow. The Lector or Deacon places the Book
of the Gospels carried in the opening procession on the
altar. This book will be used during the Liturgy of the
Word when the Gospel is proclaimed. As a final gesture
of respect and reverence the priest and deacon kiss the
altar.

The mass begins as we bless ourselves and exchange a
greeting as the priest say

Together as a family we acknowledge our sins and ask

for God"s forgiveness. W
pray the ,Kyrie® or the pe
,confiteor". During the S

rite may replace the act of penitence and Kyrie.

We end the penitential prayer with the hymn of praise

and adoration summarizing our love of God as we
proclaim ,Glory to God in =
God"s people on earth.."

The introductory rites end as the priest prays the Collect.
The liturgical collect is a dialog between the celebrant
and the people as the celebrant invites all into prayer.
